1. Administrative

Mr. Rodriquez called the meeting to order and welcomed participants.  Mr. Oncken gave the antitrust advice.  Participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Saini moved, seconded by Mr. Sorenson, to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The motion passed unanimously.  
2. Review of industry comments received on OASIS II Scope


Comments on the OASIS II Scope were submitted by Southern Company Generation & Energy Marketing (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_s060904scg.doc), Southern Company Services (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_s060904scs.doc), and the NERC Interchange Subcommittee (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_s060904nerc.doc).  The task force reviewed and discussed each suggested modification.  All proposed changes were accepted and incorporated into the current draft of the OASIS II Scope (attached).  Upon compilation of the final document, a conflict between two comments was identified, and that conflict is highlighted in the resulting document.
3. Review of industry comments received on OASIS II Vision 
Comments on the OASIS II Vision were submitted by Southern Company Generation & Energy Marketing (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_v060904scg.doc), Salt River Project (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_v060904srp.doc), and the NERC Interchange Subcommittee (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_v060904nerc.doc).  The task force reviewed and discussed each suggested modification.  Changes the task force supported were included in the current draft (attached).  
The task force declined to accept Southern Company Generation’s comment that ‘exceptions and waivers should be accepted where applicable under OASIS II,’ stating that the task force should focus on having the tool support the regional differences instead of exceptions.  Additionally, regarding the comments filed by Salt River Project, the task force accepted most substantive comments but rejected all comments on Support Reliable System Operations in favor of the language proposed by the NERC Interchange Subcommittee and Implement in a Cost-Effective Manner in favor of the original language.  Since the changes proposed by Salt River Project were very extensive, the current draft of the OASIS II Vision will highlight any conflicts between the changes proposed by Salt River and those proposed by the other commenters.  Every other comment submitted, except for those noted above, was accepted and is reflected in the attached OASIS II Vision.
4. Other Business
No other business was discussed.
5. Future Meetings
The next OASIS II Task Force meeting is scheduled for July 27, 2004 in Las Vegas, NV.
