Final Minutes
1.  Administrative

Mr. Singh opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.

Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust advice.

The Agenda was adopted without exception.  Mr. Sorenson moved, seconded by Mr. Singh to adopt the draft minutes from the August 30-31, 2004 meeting, and the draft minutes from the September 28, 2004 meeting as final minutes.

Mr. Singh asked Mr. Scott to update the group about the Joint NERC/NAESB standing committee meeting in Washington DC.  Mr. Scott stated that a number of NERC Operating Committee subcommittees were assigned items including OASIS and the registry during the call.  NERC and NAESB agreed to set up a joint registry task force and a group to work together on OASIS issues.  Mr. Singh asked how the coordination will be moved forward.  Mr. Scott recommended that Mr. Landrum, Mr. Hill, Mr. Singh, Mr. Rodriguez, and Mr. Dison should have a conference call in order to plan how the coordination will begin.  Mr. Scott stated he would schedule the conference call in about three weeks.  Mr. Scott stated NERC Standards Version 0 would be considered for approval and ballot at NERC soon and there would be an Interchange Authority function white paper that will also be discussed for approval.

2.  Review and Discussion of OASIS II Requirements Document

The committee discussed the requirements document and Mr. Singh’s Web Services Architecture Proposal.  The Requirements document is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/r04007a1.pdf, and Mr. Singh’s Web Services Architecture Proposal is posted on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_102804w1.doc.

Ms. Rehman suggested the group rewrite the requirements document and make changes based on the implementation stages that were set up at the August 30-31 meeting.  These stages can be viewed in the minutes for the August 30-31, 2004 meeting.  Mr. Singh and Mr. Sorenson agreed that was what needs to be done.  

3.  Review and Discussion of OASIS II Stage 1 Implementation Plan

Review Strawman Proposal

The group discussed the Web Services Architecture Proposal drafted by Mr. Singh.  Mr. Singh stated he listed the web services in the proposal based on the use cases Mr. Sorenson presented at the August 30-31 meeting.  Mr. Singh stated this proposal was his view of the different processes that need to be dealt with in order to implement OASIS II.  Mr. Singh requested the group review his proposal in terms of the OASIS II System Requirements document, posted on the WEQ ESS OASIS II Task Force Documents and Links page at http://www.naesb.org/weq/weq_ess_oasis_2_doc.asp, and in terms of the OASIS II Requirements List he created for the August 30-31 meeting that lists ways to implement each of the requirements.  This document is also posted on the WEQ ESS OASIS II Task Force Documents and Links page.

Mr. Singh stated he listed the use cases from OASIS II and E Tagging at the beginning of the architecture proposal and included what SRP is currently doing to exchange scheduling information.  Mr. Singh said he listed all of the web services he could think of and requested the members determine if there were more web services that should be listed for OASIS II.

Update from Stage 1 Implementation Teams

Mr. Sorenson stated the only thing he had been able to do was to look at the XDX XML and the WECC EIDE which use SMX SOAP just like tagging.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the group needs to decide what functions they were going to use with what web services in order to move forward.  Mr. Sorenson stated these functions and web services should be detailed in the architecture proposal.

Other than the registry task force discussed above, the other implementation teams did not have any new information to report.  Mr. Singh stated there would be an update from the teams at the next meeting.

4.  Next Steps

Mr. Singh stated that action items before the next meeting were that the group would review the Web Services Architecture Proposal and the OASIS II System Requirements document before the next meeting.

Mr. Scott will coordinate a conference call regarding the NERC/NAESB Registry Task Force.

5.  Other Business

Mr. Scott stated Mr. Burden will be leading the NAESB PKI effort.  The decision at the NERC/NAESB PKI conference all on October 27th was that the PKI documents would be revised so that the ISO/RTO Council concerns were addressed.  Mr. Scott stated there would probably be a joint NERC/NAESB staffed group that will take over the approval of the policy and begin the implementation work.  Mr. Scott stated the open questions were that if OASIS II uses the PKI, to what extent does actions of what used to be the NERC PKI Steering Committee have to be subjected to the NAESB standards process.  Mr. Scott stated Mr. Burden will be researching this issue as well.  Mr. Sorenson stated the certification policy was drafted by a joint group and would have to be approved by the WEQ to be used as OASIS II Security standards just like any other NAESB standards request.

6.  Future Meetings

The JOITF will meet on November 17, 2004 in Washington, D.C. from 9:00 – 5:00 Eastern Time.  The meeting will be at the FERC building, Room 3M2-A.  Agenda items at this meeting include:  functional requirements review, review of the web services architecture proposal, and a presentation by Mr. Hartwell about facilitated checkout.

The JOITF has a meeting scheduled on January 11, 2005 from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM in Houston, Texas at the NAESB offices.
