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Draft Minutes
1.  Administrative

Mr. Rodriquez opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.

Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust advice.

Mr. Rodriquez reviewed the agenda which was adopted without objection.

2.  Review Vision
Mr. Rodriquez asked the group if they wanted to draft a vision statement specific for this group and distribute it similarly to what was done when drafting the Joint OASIS II Implementation Task Force (JOITF) vision statement, or to just draft a statement for use within the group.  The group agreed to have a vision statement only for use by the group because the JOITF vision statement covers what the Publish/Subscribe group is seeking to accomplish.

Mr. Rodriquez confirmed that the vision of this group is to add additional functionality to the current mechanism in place on OASIS that will have the ability to publish information via dynamic notification.  A user will receive information by subscribing to a schedule or when an event triggers a message.  Mr. Singh said the vision statement should be more specific and include information about the technology the group thinks would be used to accomplish the new uses.  There should also be a statement that the publish/subscribe functions would be integrated into OASIS I but also be a part of OASIS II.  Mr. Sorenson agreed that the publish/subscribe functions as well as PKI security functions were good candidates for incorporation into OASIS 1A and as part of OASIS II Stage 1 implementation.

Mr. Rodriquez volunteered to draft a vision statement and distribute it to ensure everyone in the group agrees it captures what this group wants to accomplish.
3.  Review our Mission
Mr. Rodriquez asked the group about other deliverables this group could begin drafting.  Ms. Rehman stated there needs to be some language drafted to establish the framework for this project so when actual specifications are distributed, all of those involved will know what it is.  Mr. Singh volunteered to begin drafting a framework document.

Mr. Rodriquez asked if the group thought there should be a requirements document for these functions.  Mr. Sorenson stated there should be some basic functional concepts and then a draft of the service schema.  Mr. Singh agreed and suggested dividing the use cases list in Stage 1 and assigning each to one or two people for development.
After discussion, the group decided further investigation of UDDI was needed in order to ensure any end product utilizes the latest technology and is able to evolve as technology evolves.  Ms. Rehman suggested someone knowledgeable of UDDI could make a presentation at a future meeting.

4.  Ongoing Initiatives
Mr. Rodriquez reviewed similar initiatives taking place within other organizations.  Mr. Rodriquez said he had received a note from Ms. Szot that CAISO is developing within their system event initiated triggers to send data out and that CAISO is willing to share this information with NAESB and is also willing to change whatever protocols necessary to implement changes that result from NAESB’s efforts.  Mr. Rodriquez said it would be a good idea to work with CAISO to have a representative present their progress on these OASIS developments to the Publish/Subscribe group.

Mr. Singh volunteered to provide information from the developments at Salt River Project.
5.  With whom do we need to be coordinating?
The group agreed that it would be helpful to coordinate with the IRC and EPRI to ensure that the work NAESB is doing to develop OASIS II is not being duplicated elsewhere and to also be able to look at OASIS development from other perspectives.  Mr. Rodriquez said he would contact Mr. Tanner of the IRC and Mr. Funtner at NY ISO to see if NAESB could be provided information on progress developing OASIS within those organizations.
6.  Action Items and Next Meetings
Mr. Rodriquez will draft a vision statement and distribute it for review.  Mr. Singh will begin drafting a framework document.  Mr. Rodriquez will contact representatives from the IRC and NY ISO for possible coordination in development of OASIS.  The group will further investigate UDDI and would like to have someone provide a detailed presentation on UDDI at a future meeting.
The group scheduled a conference call for Wednesday, January 5, 2005 from 1PM to 3PM central time.
