Your comments should address the terms presented, and should highlight incorrect or incomplete statements and grammatical errors.  Your comments will be posted on the NAESB web site, attributed, and considered for inclusion at a glossary team meeting scheduled for September 9.  Comments will be fully considered at the September 9 meeting, and suggestions supported by the team will be incorporated into the glossary.  The resulting work product will be presented to the Executive Committee for adoption.
The glossary is a living document.  It contains terms and definitions that are applicable to broad segments of the industry and it is not intended to contain terms applicable to individual companies.  The glossary will be used as a work paper for our subcommittees as they draft standards.  The glossary itself will not be a NAESB standard, nor will it be filed with any regulatory agency.  As NAESB adopts WEQ standards that include definitions, those definitions will be added to the glossary with a reference to the WEQ standard.  Similarly, as industry participants determine that additional terms are needed in the glossary, the glossary team will review those requests and make recommendations to the Executive Committee.  The procedure for adding terms will be discussed at the meeting on September 9.
