
AEP submits the following general comments related to the following three Seams Subcommittee Requests:   

· Draft request for standards on Transmission Market Definitions and Priorities; 

· Draft request for standards on the replacement of contract paths with flow-based transmission service; and, 

· Draft request for standards on Energy Market Product Definitions. 

The draft requests for standards on "Transmission Market Definitions and Priorities" and "Energy Market Product Definitions" are duplicative of the NAESB Annual Plan items 4Ci) "Definition and treatment of firm/nonfirm power" and 4Cii) "Definition and treatment of firm/nonfirm transmission". Additionally, as it is stands today, the physical delivery of the Energy component (regardless of it's firmness) is only as firm as the Transmission "legs" it stands on.  Accordingly, the definition of Energy is secondary to the definition of Transmission. In any event, when/if the request (s) comes up for development, NAESB should make sure to incorporate the EEI definitions of these terms as well. 

As for the Contract path versus Flow-based transmission services, this would dovetail with how transmission flows are modeled.  AEP suggests that this effort would probably need to be addressed jointly by NERC and the NAESB ESS.
