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The use of a flow-based methodology should be encouraged but not mandated in the near-term. Any such standard should be limited to the RTO/ISO transmission providers and evaluation of transmission request using flow-based methodology should not exceed one week.   The complexity of implementing a flow-based methodology on individual transmission systems with only regional impact on transfer capability is unduly burdensome.  A move to a flow-based methodology on individual transmission systems would far outweigh any assumed (and unproven) benefit in many cases. 

Not withstanding the foregoing, if a flow-based methodology were to be mandated across the interconnection, the implementation date should be far enough in the future to allow regional transmission organizations currently being developed to form.  Suggest a minimum of 5 years for implementation in such a case.
