SMUD fully supports the efforts that NAESB is undertaking  to solve seams issues with efforts to correct problems with already implemented policy.  A business practice to chose  Flow Based Transmission methodology over Contract Path methodology is not a business practice to correct policy, but makes policy.  We feel that this is outside the charter of NAESB.  

There is considerable debate in the industry over which course to take and we feel it is not up to NAESB to make this national policy.  SMUD recommends that regional councils address this issue consistent within the system configuration and constraints in their area. 

Please table the recommendation to create a standard for flow based transmission.
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
