FINAL Minutes
1. Welcome and Administration
Mr. Busbin welcomed the participants to the conference call meeting and Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust advice.  Mr. Yeung moved to adopt the agenda and Ms. Perlman seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  Mr. Smith moved to adopt the 8/11/06 and 8/21/06 minutes and Ms. Perlman seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.      
2. Discuss progress to date on NERC TLR SAR and the formation of the standards drafting team
Mr. Lohrman stated that the NERC Standards Committee did approve the SAR for TLR developed by the TLR SAR Drafting Team in fall 2006.  The SC also approved the team to continue moving forward with standards drafting while the SAR was posted for comment.  There are four phases in the SAR: the first phase of the SAR begins immediately with the drafting the NERC reliability standards for TLR to complement the already ratified NAESB TLR business practice standards.  The second phase will also begin but not require the time of the subcommittee at this point: the second phase is a curtailment threshold field test for PJM/MISO.  The other two phases will be developed after the completion of the first phase.  

Mr. Lohrman asked for NAESB WEQ BPS participants familiar with the TLR process to submit their nomination form for the NERC TLR Drafting Team.  Mr. Lohrman added that the development of the TLR standards is now proceeding under the NERC/NAESB joint development process.  Meaning, among other things, the NERC and NAESB groups will review comments submitted by the industry on the other organization’s standards.                      
3. Discuss proposed ideas for joint operating manual

Mr. Busbin said that although the reliability standards would be separate from the business practice standards, the goal was to put them together for a single joint operating manual.  Mr. Lohrman said that the operating manual would have to clearly identify which standards were reliability and which were commercial.  Mr. Busbin said that the later changes filed by NERC with the FERC after the split standard would have to be reviewed by the group as well.  Mr. Lohrman stated that it was the intention of NERC to ballot the standards in the joint operating manual, but clearly state that the business practice standards were not for review by the NERC voting body.  

Mr. Busbin said that Mr. Dison had stated earlier concerns of making sure the TLR business practice language accommodates the transitions between commercial standards and reliability standards in the joint operating manual.  He explained that certain changes may be required in the NAESB standards to accommodate this.  
4. Next Steps/Other Business
The next meeting of the TLR Standards Drafting Team and the WEQ BPS is scheduled for January 10-11, 2007, in Houston, TX.       
5. Adjourn
Ms. Perlman moved to adjourn and Mr. Smith seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:55 a.m. Central time by consensus.
