Earlier today the Standards Committee Executive Committee approved the NERC TLR SAR for standard development and the formation of a Standard Drafting Team, and authorized the SAR drafting team to continue working in the interim.
As mentioned in the SAR the NAESB business practice and NERC reliability standard aspects of the standard will be integrated and published in a single document.  Although the NAESB business practice portion of the TLR procedure has already been ratified, it is anticipated that the integration process will likely require minor modifications to the NAESB business practice, particularly with regard to format, and possibly, transitional phrases between the NERC and NAESB sections.

To facilitate the timely development of the joint process, the chair of the NERC SAR drafting team and the chairs of the NAESB Business Practice chairs
 recommend the following:

1. Future meetings will be joint meetings of the NERC Standard Drafting Team and the NAESB Business Practice Subcommittee, unless agreed to otherwise between the two groups.

2. The drafting process will result in a single document with NEASB business practice portions and NERC reliability standard portion clearly identified.

3. The NERC SDT will post and submit for ballot the integrated document, following the NERC standard development process, but only with respect to the NERC portions of the document.

4. The NAESB BPS will recommend an identical document to the NAESB WEQ Executive Committee, following the NAESB business practice development process, but only with respect to the NAESB portions of the document.

The NERC and NAESB teams will work to coordinate the posting and balloting of the resulting identical documents.  The teams recognize that the TLR business practice is a NAESB document and will be filed by NAESB with the FERC.  The teams recognize that the TLR reliability standard is a NERC document and will be filed by NERC with the FERC.  
As chairs of these two groups, we request your endorsement that these recommendations conform to the NERC NAESB Joint Standards Development Process.  The next NERC Standard Drafting Team meeting is scheduled for January 10 – 11, 2007, and the NAESB WEQ BPS is invited to attend.
