Dear NAESB WEQ Members and Interested Industry Participants,

The WEQ BPS requests comments on redlined changes to Inadvertent Interchange Payback Standards (WEQ-007) and Manual Time Error Correction Standards (WEQ-006) made as a result of discussions over R05007 (Review the NAESB WEQ "Version 0" business practice standards and remove any references to ERCOT).  The documents showing redlined changes are Inadvertent Interchange Payback - Redline 2/22/06 and Manual Time Error - Redline 2/22/06.

Please note that although R05007 requests the removal of “ERCOT” from Area Control Error (ACE) Equation Special Cases Standards (WEQ-005), Transmission Loading Relief (Eastern Interconnection Standards) (WEQ-008), and Coordinate Interchange Standards (WEQ-004) as well, during the February 22, 2006 WEQ BPS meeting ERCOT agreed to references in ACE Equation Special Cases (WEQ-005) and Transmission Loading Relief (WEQ-008).  In addition, ERCOT will provide comments on Recommendation R05001 (Amend WEQ R03013 to align coordinate interchange transactions with Version 0) to address references in Coordinate Interchange Business Practice Standard.   
The WEQ BPS reviewed the removal of “ERCOT” from the standards under the following criteria: Does the removal of “ERCOT” change the intent of the standard?  Please see the WEQ BPS February 7-8, 2006 Final Minutes.  Please provide comments on whether the redlines made to the standards are appropriate and whether additional redlines should be made.
