FINAL Minutes
1. Welcome and Administration
Ms. York welcomed the participants to the conference call meeting and Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust advice.  Participants introduced themselves.  Ms. York stated the primary purpose of the meeting was to discuss and make changes to Recommendation WEQ 2006 Annual Plan Item (3)(c)(i) based on instructions from the WEQ Executive Committee May meeting.  Adoption of the April 25, 2006 minutes was postponed until the next meeting of the BPS.  Mr. Fidrych moved to adopt the revised agenda and Mr. Balu seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.        
2. Review and Modify Recommendation WEQ 2006 Annual Plan Item (3) (c) (i) (Development of business practice standard for Standards of Conduct link on OASIS page)
Ms. York reviewed Explanation of EC remand of Standards of Conduct.  Ms. York explained that several issues were raised at the May EC meeting.  The first issue was whether or not the items listed in the recommended standard to be included on the OASIS page were outside of authentication and intended for the general public’s viewing.  The second issue was whether or not items included in the recommended standard to be posted on the OASIS page had templates to be followed.  The third issue to be reviewed was items that are listed in the recommended standard that are not necessarily part of FERC Regulations.  Lastly, members of the EC asked that references to specific regulations be part of the recommended standard.

First, Mr. Fidrych commented that the BPS had already discussed at length the inclusion of the Chief Compliance Officer in the posting standard.  He explained that although not specifically stated in the regulations that the information will be posted, the regulations did specifically state an organization must recognize a CCO.  In addition, companies that have undergone FERC audits have all been asked to include the information on their OASIS pages.  He asked what goal it achieved to exclude the information if NAESB would only later be asked to include it.  Ms. York stated that she would comment to the EC that the BPS thought CCO should remain in the recommended standard.

Mr. Fidrych also commented on whether the items recommended in the standard would be outside of authentication.  He stated that some items should not be available to the public, i.e. organization charts.  He added that industry organizations and registered users of the OASIS sites should be able to access the information.  Mr. Fidrych noted that FERC did not require the information to be posted to the public, only available to the industry.  

Ms. York stated that Standards of Conduct information for the WGQ was posted for the public.  The standard was revised to reflect that it was a company’s choice as to whether to make all information publicly accessible.  In addition, it was noted that standard WEQ-002-3.1 already stated what should be publicly posted.  
Language was added to “Transfers” and “Discretionary Actions under Tariff” to refer the reader to the templates in the OASIS Standards and Communication Protocols.  All changes to the document can be viewed in Attachment Recommendation as of 6/16/06.  

Ms. York stated that the only action item left to complete was whether or not to include the references in the standard.  Mr. Fidrych noted that he objected to having the references included, as they were subject to change.        
3. Next Steps/Other Business
Ms. York stated that she would prepare a draft option to review on how to include the legal references.  The work paper will be reviewed at the June 26, 2006 conference call meeting.  It is expected that the group will finalize the Recommendation at that meeting and vote it out to the EC for its formal comment period.        
4. Adjourn
Mr. Fidrych moved to adjourn and Ms. Rehman seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 12:10 p.m. Central time.
