Response to Comments submitted to Recommendation R04013A (completed by the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee on November 22, 2005) 

The NAESB WEQ Executive Committee received 9 sets of industry comments to Recommendation R04013A.  It is the task of the BPS to provide a response to these comments.  Of the 9 sets of industry comments, six of those commenters responded that business practices requirements and reliability requirements should remain a part of one document, NERC IRO-006-1.  In addition, several of these commenters stated that the maintenance of IRO-006-1 should be a joint effort on the parts of NERC and NAESB.  


The following is the response to those comments submitted by Entergy, Duke, the NERC ORS, FRCC, Southern Company Transmission, and the IRC that express concerns as to the split of IRO-006 and the maintenance thereof:

The WEQ BPS was assigned the task of developing the post-split TLR Business Practice Standards by the Joint Interface Committee on August 16, 2004.  In addition, the division of the commercial and reliability requirements contained with IRO-006 was unanimously agreed upon by the joint TLR Subcommittee on June 1, 2005.  The WEQ BPS completed that task in the form of Recommendation R04013A on October 12, 2005.  The comments submitted will be reviewed by the WEQ EC on November 29, 2005.  An official determination on the status of Recommendation R04013A will most likely be made at that time, unless a decision is made to delay action in anticipation of a letter stating the official position of NERC.  
In response to comments made by the NERC ORS, the WEQ BPS is requesting a letter stating the official position of NERC on the division, administration, and future enhancements of the NERC Version 0 TLR standard (IRO-006-1).  NAESB requests the appropriate NERC Executive provide this letter, prior to the anticipated NAESB filing with the FERC, scheduled for year end 2005.    
Two commenters (Southern Company Generation and Tennessee Valley Authority) supported the JIC approved decision for the division of the commercial and reliability aspects of NERC IRO-006 into business practice standards (to be held at NAESB) and a reliability standard (to be held at NERC).  In addition, these commenters supported the division unanimously approved by the NERC/NAESB TLR Subcommittee on June 1, 2005.  

All comments submitted will be reviewed by the WEQ EC on November 29, 2005.  An official determination on the status of Recommendation R04013A will most likely be made at that time, unless a decision is made to delay action in anticipation of a letter stating the official position of NERC.
