Central
final Minutes
1. Welcome and Administration
Ms. York welcomed the participants to the meeting and gave the anti-trust advice.  Participants on the phone introduced themselves.  Mr. Saini moved to adopt the agenda and Mr. Frazier seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  Mr. Yeung moved to adopt the October 4, 2005 minutes.  Mr. Kezele seconded the motion and the minutes were adopted by consensus.  Mr. Kezele moved to adopt the October 12, 2005 minutes and Mr. Davis seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
2. Review and develop responses to formal comments submitted on Recommendation  R04013A “Version 0 Business Practices Standards – Development of post-split “Version 0” Transmission Loading Relief Business Practice Standards”    
General Comments

The group reviewed the comments to Recommendation R04013A by the NERC Operating Reliability Subcommittee (ORS), located at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_111805nerc.pdf.  The group noted that comments from NERC are treated as comments from the industry.  The group also discussed the proposition from NERC that if NAESB did not go forward with the development of the separated business practice standards (the entire standard to remain at NERC), the BPS should work closely with the NERC ORS to maintain and revise the standard as needed.  Concerns were raised as to whether commercial interests would be equally represented in the standard if NAESB were to follow the plan as laid out in the NERC ORS comments.  
Mr. Kezele noted that the ORS, as the submitter of the Standards Authorization Request (SAR) for the division of IRO-006 and the development of the reliability TLR standard, could withdraw the SAR.  The Standards Authorization Committee (SAC) will review this withdrawal at their next meeting, but the decision is informational only.  Mr. Kezele added that the decision of the ORS was based on comments received during the 30 day SAR comment posting period.  He explained that the input and participation of the BPS was crucial for the ORS to continue its maintenance and administration of TLR.   Mr. Kezele stated that the IDC Working Group agreed with the comments submitted by the ORS.

The group discussed the options of NAESB if NERC did not go forward with the development of the reliability piece.  Ms. York stated that the discussion of the options of NAESB would take place at the November 29th WEQ Executive Committee (EC) meeting.  

Participants questioned how the commercial parts of TLR would be updated in the future if IRO-006-1 was to be kept at NERC in its entirety.  Mr. Senkowicz stated that he foresaw NAESB as taking an active role in the maintenance of the standard through the SAR process.  Ms. Phillips questioned where unsolicited comments were sent at NERC and whether NAESB and NERC could develop a joint comment system.

Mr. Carter stated that the issues of division and maintenance had been addressed by NAESB and NERC before during the development of Coordinate Interchange and other Version 0 standards.  He added that the JIC had unanimously supported this assignment.  Mr. Carter stated that several concerns of operators (synchronization and the use of two manuals) could be addressed by entities and operators including both sets of standards in one book.  He explained that the consequences of not moving forward with TLR could effect the standards development process at both NERC and NAESB, and that the reasons for such a decision at NERC should be clearly stated.  

Ms. York questioned if the commercial aspects of TLR would be within the scope of NERC standards if NERC completed the ERO process.  Those participants on the phone that supported the decision of the NERC ORS agreed that this also supported the decision for one organization to deal with both the reliability and commercial requirements (and future revisions) of the TLR standard.  
Ms. McQuade stated that NAESB would continue with its commitment to make a filing with the FERC concerning the TLR standard by year end 2005.  She added that if the EC decided to not move forward with the adoption of the NAESB TLR Business Practice Standard in light of the NERC decision, that the complete record of the development of the standard would still be filed with the FERC.  In addition, the failed standard was part of that record.  Ms. McQuade stated that the official position of NERC, and not the position of a subcommittee, on the decision not to move forward with the development of the NERC TLR Reliability Standards was necessary for the NAESB filing.    She clarified that the JIC had completed their role concerning the development of the divided standards in August of 2004, when members unanimously voted to assign NERC and NAESB the tasks of jointly working to divide IRO-006 to develop business practices and reliability standards.  Ms. McQuade added that by filing a failed TLR standard, the industry was stating that it had determined there were no stand alone business practices in IRO-006-1 (TLR) and that one organization should be responsible for the standard and make all revisions to the standard.  
Ms. McQuade stated that a vote on the standard would be taken at the November 29th WEQ EC meeting.       

Ms. York asked that the group consider and address all general comments concerning the split of the TLR standard and the ability of NAESB and NERC to jointly administrate the standard, in one response. Mr. Kezele stated that although the TLR Subcommittee had discussed including parts of the IDC Reference document as potential business practices, it was decided before the division that the majority of the document was a “how to” explanation of the IDC processes.  Therefore, the document should remain with NERC but is noted as a potential Version 1 addition to the NAESB standards.
3. Discuss 2006 first quarter work plan
Ms. York stated that the subcommittee should schedule meetings to work on items assigned to the WEQ BPS by the EC for first quarter 2006.  She added that this included R05007 (Review the NAESB WEQ “Version 0” business practice standards and remove any references to ERCOT) and work on the provision of affiliate disclosure on OASIS sites (Standards of Conduct).  The group discussed the development of business practices for the latter item.  A meeting was scheduled for January 18-19, 2006 to discuss these items.
