April 26, 2005
Draft Minutes
1.
Welcome

Mr. Sorenson welcomed the meeting participants to the conference call.  Participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Kirby gave the anti-trust advice.  Ms. Rehman moved to adopt the agenda without revision and Mr. Stone seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  
2.
Status of Action Items List
Mr. Sorenson stated that the action item list for the groups, located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_its042605w1.doc, contained the items for meeting discussion.  For reference purposes, the action items are numbered and listed below.  

1. 
Work on PKI Recommendation draft (R04007): target to have this finished by mid-year for the OASIS 1 piece; have something definitive to discuss at the next WEQ ESS/ITS Meeting.  (Assigned to Mr. Burden, Mr. Stone, and Mr. Sorenson)
Mr. Sorenson stated that the next step was to draft the audit requirements for qualifying certificates under Energy Market Access and Reliability Certificate (e-MARC).  Mr. Sorenson stated that although information was needed from NERC concerning e-MARC certifications, the ESS would continue drafting audit materials and requirements under R04007.  Mr. Stone stated that he would forward the NERC documents on the status of OASIS Standards and Communication Protocols (S&CPs) and e-MARC to Mr. Sorenson.   
Mr. Sorenson stated that the use of “secure data” language in the Coordinate Interchange Version 0 NERC reliability requirements would be a topic of discussion for the Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG) May 2-3, 2005 meeting.  Mr. Scott stated that the JISWG should also discuss the overall timeframe for PKI.  

2.
Draft proposal to revise S&CPs to implement release mechanism (R04006C1): pre-development through exploder.  (Assigned to Mr. Wood)
Mr. Wood stated that a proposal for the release mechanism had been drafted but that the OASIS 1A Subcommittee had not reviewed the proposal.  He added that it was an action item for the next meeting of the OASIS 1A Subcommittee.  

3.
Find a leader for the Market Timelines Task Force (for work on R04020): contact those who submitted SEAMS issues referenced in the Request and the Requestors to find a leader for the Task Force. Also, send a note on ESS/ITS Exploders to ask for volunteers for these positions. (Assigned to Ms. Kennedy)
Work on this topic is ongoing and further discussion is needed.  Mr. Sorenson stated that clarification was needed on whether the SEAMS issues included in this action item were part of the ongoing Energy Day meetings.  He explained that if this action item pertained to market standardization, the results of the NERC/NAESB Future of OASIS Conference (March 29, 2005) indicated a lack of support for NAESB to develop standards related to market standardization.  

4.
Begin work on R04035: clarify OASIS 1A nomenclature, and amend WEQ Standard 4.19, and others.  (Assigned to Mr. Mitreski) 

Mr. Wood stated that he would add clarification of OASIS 1A nomenclature to his action item list.  Ms. Weathers stated that discussion and consideration of the comments submitted on R04035 should be added to the agenda for the ESS/ITS May 11th meeting.  

5.
Draft new request to reevaluate Section 9.5 and 10.5 of the OASIS Business Practices to clarify rights and/or obligations of provider counteroffering a redirect. (Assigned to Mr. Sorenson and Mr. Mitreski)
Mr. Sorenson stated that this action item dealt with obligation for partial service on both firm and non-firm transactions.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the potential new request would be reviewed and discussed at the ESS/ITS May 11th meeting.
6.
Request to amend definitions, terms and numbering of Order 2004, and to incorporate Order 2004-C within Standards of Conduct (R04036).  (Assigned to Ms. Rehman and Mr. Wood)

Mr. Wood and Ms. Rehman stated that Order 2004-C required no additional action on the part of OASIS 1A Subcommittee.

7.
Request to revise Registry for use by OASIS (R04037).  

Mr. Sorenson stated that this action item was assigned to the JISWG.  He added that the JISWG would provide an update to the ESS/ITS at the May 11th meeting concerning action item 7 and 8.  

8.
First meeting of the Registry Task Force: ensure there is an agenda, and ensure that NERC staff and those from NERC TISWG group will be present at the meeting.  Development of plan, R04037, and choosing leader are agenda items.  

Mr. Sorenson stated that the Registry task force had conducted their first meeting in Houston, TX on January 26-27, 2005.  (Meeting minutes are located at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_its012605dm.doc).  He added that the task force was now operating under the name Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG).  

9.
Request to amend R03013 to align Coordinate Interchange Transactions with Version 0 (R05001).  Schedule meetings and make sure they announced, with notice, etc. for participation.  (Assigned to Mr. Carter and Coordinate Interchange Task Force and Ms. Kennedy)  
Mr. Carter stated that an update from the NERC Functional Model Group on the use of Interchange Authority (IA) v. Interchange Coordinator (IC) in standards was necessary in order for the Coordinate Interchange Task Force to move forward on R05001.  Mr. Carter added that no duplication existed between the NERC and NAESB Version 0 Coordinate Interchange standards.  Additionally, the standards were not in conflict with one another.  Mr. Scott added that an update on the IA and the use of terms was part of the agenda for the May 2-3 JISWG meeting.  

10.
Contact Mr. Harshbarger about calling OASIS 1A Task Force Meetings.  Finish drafting the Resales Recommendation (R03006-D).  (Assigned to Mr. Harshbarger and Ms. Kennedy)

Ms. Weathers stated that the R03006-D was ready to be discussed at the ESS/ITS May 11th meeting.  She added that she would give a presentation on the recommendation at the May 11th meeting.  Ms. Weathers added that goal was to vote R03006-D on to the WEQ Executive Committee at the May 11th meeting. 

11.
Make modifications to OASIS Industry Conference Agenda discussed during meeting.  (Assigned to Mr. Sorenson and Ms. Kennedy)

Mr. Scott stated that NERC/NAESB Future of OASIS Conference was held on March 29, 2005.  (Revised draft minutes for the conference are located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_oasis2_032905rm.doc.)  Mr. Scott stated that Ms. McQuade and Mr. Gent had submitted a letter to the FERC explaining the results of the conference.  He added that the results of the conference would be further discussed at the May 2-3 JISWG meeting.      
3. 
Next Steps
The group discussed the agenda items for the ESS/ITS May 11th meeting.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the agenda should contain a discussion point for leadership roles in ESS/ITS.  Ms. Weathers will give a presentation on R03006-D.  A review and discussion of R04035 was also added to the May 11th agenda.  The group will also review and discuss the comments Dynegy and Calpine gave and submitted at the March 29, 2005 Future of OASIS Conference (located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_oasis2_032905w19.doc).   The agenda will contain an update on PKI, as well as an action plan for e-tagging and OASIS security standards.

No other business was discussed at this time.
