Draft Minutes
1. Administrative

Mr. Sorenson opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kirby read the antitrust advice.  Mr. Seymour moved to adopt the agenda and Mr. Oberski seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.  Mr. Seymour moved to adopt the November 17, 2004 minutes and Mr. Oberski seconded the motion.  The minutes were adopted by consensus.  
2. Industry Conference Review
Mr. Sorenson reviewed the results of the March 29, 2005 NERC/NAESB Future of OASIS Conference.  He stated that the results of the conference were summarized by Ms. McQuade and Mr. Gent in the letter to the FERC (“NERC/NAESB Conference Letter to FERC” located on the NAESB website at http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_ess_oasis2_051105w2.pdf.)  Mr. Sorenson said that electronic scheduling had been adopted by several members of the industry through the use of e-Tags.  He explained that there was little support for implementation of OASIS 2 and that the industry supported only incremental changes to OASIS.  

Mr. Sorenson stated that there was general support for moving forward with modifications to the TSIN Registry.  Also, there was some support for moving forward with publish/subscribe.  Mr. Oberski asked if the results of the conference were expected by the JOITF and OASIS task forces.  Mr. Sorenson stated that the ISO/RTOs were well represented at the conference, but that there were few representatives of the merchant sector.  He added that among the merchants represented, there was support for more progressive revisions and modifications to OASIS.  

Mr. Sorenson stated that in light of the conference results, discussion was needed on the future of the JOITF.  Mr. Oberski stated that the WEQ Executive Committee (EC) had discussed suspending the activities of the JOITF at the May 10, 2005 meeting.  Mr. Sorenson explained that work would go forward with enhancements to OASIS in other task forces and subcommittees of the WEQ ESS and ITS.  He added that the remaining tasks of the JOITF would also be delegated.  Mr. Oberski moved that the JOITF suspend activities, pending approval of the WEQ EC, until further notice from the WEQ EC.  Mr. Seymour seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by consensus.  Ms. Kirby and Mr. Sorenson will draft a final report of the JOITF to be submitted to the WEQ EC for the August 23. 2005 meeting.    
3. Revised Scope of Activities
Mr. Sorenson explained the role of the NERC/NAESB Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG).  He added that the scope and mission of the JISWG was pending approval by the WEQ EC.  He added that subject to that approval, the efforts to enhance and modify the registry would be assigned to the JISWG.  He added that the JISWG would be working under the WEQ ITS and the NERC TISWG.  Mr. Sorenson said that the next meeting of the JISWG was June 23-24, 2005 in Houston, TX.  
The group discussed whether the JOITF should make a recommendation to the ITS on whether or not to proceed with development of publish/subscribe.  Mr. Oberski stated that the options for publish/subscribe be submitted to the ITS for further discussion.
Mr. Oberski confirmed that the ESS and ITS would be combined and that the various task forces and groups of the ESS and ITS would be condensed back into the main subcommittee.  He added that meetings could assume a priority for the agenda (such as OASIS enhancements), but the meetings would be listed under the ESS/ITS.  

Mr. Sorenson stated that PKI was also on the agenda of the JISWG in relation to the NERC Coordinate Interchange Version 0 Standard.  He added that the JISWG would advise the ITS if a companion OASIS 1A security standard was needed.  
4. Next Steps
Ms. Kirby and Mr. Sorenson will draft a final report of the JOITF to the WEQ EC.  
5. Other Business
No other business was discussed at this time.
6. Adjourn

Mr. Rehman moved to adjourn and Mr. Seymour seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:53 a.m. Central by consensus.
