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Final Minutes
1.  Administrative

Mr. Rodriquez opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.

Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust advice.

Mr. Rodriquez suggested the agenda be amended to allow time for Mr. Sorenson’s presentation.  Ms. Rehman moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Seymour.  The amended agenda was adopted by consensus.  Mr. Sorenson moved, seconded by Ms. Rehman to adopt the draft minutes from the October 28, 2004 conference call as final minutes.  The minutes were adopted without objection.
2.  OASIS Review and Discussion of OASIS Requirements

Mr. Sorenson presented an overview of the OASIS II Stage 1 Requirements.  This presentation is posted as an attachment to these minutes and can be found on the NAESB web site at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_111704a1.ppt.  The presentation listed components to be implemented to meet the Stage 1 Requirements and provided examples of data elements that would be required to implement the Stage 1 Requirements in OASIS II.

The presentation listed key areas for Stage 1 including Participant Registration, User Registration, and Market Resource Registration, Publish/Subscribe, Operations Data Exchange, and Auction Transmission Markets.
Ms. Szot reminded the group that another industry group working on standards for OASIS is the IEC working groups which are working on the CIM model for power systems and distribution.

Ms. Rehman stated an administrative problem with the registry is that the registry is not updated with any regularity.  Mr. Sorenson stated there is usually a contractual obligation that requires each party to obey rules that provide that any time a person no longer works for an entity, or a certificate is compromised, the certification authority must be notified.  If these steps are not taken, parties can be liable for misuse of credentials.  Mr. Saini mentioned that there are even companies and users in the registry that no longer exist, but no one does anything about it.  Mr. Sorenson suggested the registry could be set up to do a timed periodic check to ensure the data is up to date.

Mr. Rodriquez provided a diagram to show how PJM envisions a possible architecture for Publish/Subscribe.  This diagram is posted as an attachment to these minutes on the NAESB web site at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_111704a2.ppt.  Mr. Rodriquez explained the diagram represents how peers can communicate with peers and that the diagram represents FERC’s required functionality, and that the part marked “OPTIONAL” would be a value added service.
Mr. Sorenson stated Step 4 in the diagram could be the catalog at a central repository and could be a dynamic way to navigate the system.  Ms. Rehman asked if the diagram implied the data catalog would be centrally managed.  Mr. Rodriquez stated there could be a central node where everything is located, but each RTO would be responsible for maintaining their part of the catalog.
3.  Review and Discussion of OASIS II System Requirements Document

The committee reviewed the Request R04007 - Attachment 1 - OASIS II System Requirements (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_111704w2.pdf) and the OASIS II Requirements List (http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_111704w1.pdf).

Mr. Sorenson noted the OASIS II System Requirements document does not include cost effectiveness in the implementation section.  Mr. Rodriquez volunteered to draft an OASIS II System Requirements document based on this document, but make sure it includes cost effectiveness.  This document would be drafted to layout the plan the JOITF has created to implement OASIS II and would include details of specific requirements and metrics, design, implementation plan, and standards and communication protocols.
4.  Review and Discussion of OASIS II Stage 1 Implementation Plan

Review Web Services Architecture Proposal

The group reviewed the Web Services Architecture Proposal drafted by Mr. Singh.  This document is posted on the web at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_111704w3.doc.  Mr. Wood suggested building off the current system of etagging and Version 1.7.  Mr. Rodriguez stated that when Version 1.7 was built, there were not many standards and the XML web services were not in the matured state they are in today; as such, the current system may not be completely up-to-date with current standards.  Mr. Rodriquez stated the XML services would be more compatible in the long run.  Mr. Sorenson stated a wsdl definition language could be created to support etagging.
Mr. Sorenson further stated one of the biggest decisions to be made is whether to adopt more specific web service implementation like ebXML as opposed to smxp and another big issue will be how to handle attachments.  Mr. Rodriquez confirmed that the proposed web services in Mr. Singhs Web Services Architecture Proposal are strong enough to support OASIS II Stage 2 and Stage 3.
Update from Stage 1 Implementation Teams

Ms. Rehman informed the committee that work on the registry was added as an item on the WEQ 2005 Annual Plan at the WEQ Executive Committee meeting on November 16th.

Mr. Scott stated that the officers of the NERC OC committee agreed the OC can form a Registry Task Force with NAESB.  Mr. Scott stated more information on this issue would be provided at the WEQ ESS/ITS meeting on November 18th.

Mr. Rodriquez stated it would be a good idea for some of the members of the JOITF to attend the SDX meeting on January 11th to help coordinate the work the SDX group is doing with the JOITF.
Ms. Mendrala stated she would get NAESB coordination on Auction Transmission Markets in OASIS II as an agenda item for the next IRC-SRC meeting or conference call.
5.  Facilitated Transaction Checkout Presentation
Members of the Northeast Power Coordinating Council made a presentation on Facilitated Transaction Checkout.  This presentation is posted as an attachment to these minutes on the NAESB web site at http://www.naesb.org/pdf/weq_ess_oasis2_111704a4.ppt.  The Facilitated Transaction Checkout (FTC) tool is limited to transactions to checkout for the next hour and allows control areas to see neighboring control areas’ databases.  The object of the FTC tool is to streamline communication between operators to reduce overall checkout time.
6.  Next Steps
Mr. Scott will make a presentation on NERC/NAESB coordination for the registry at the WEQ ESS/ITS Meeting scheduled for November 18-19 in Washington, DC.
Mr. Rodriquez will draft an OASIS II Requirements document that incorporates the OASIS II Implementation Plan and that includes a section on cost considerations.

Mr. Rodriquez will coordinate with the NAESB office to schedule a conference call for the Publish/Subscribe Implementation Team for December 7, 2004 from 1PM to 2PM Central time.

Members of the JOITF will attend the January 11th meeting of the SDX group to help coordinate OASIS II efforts for scheduling outages.
Ms. Mendrala will speak about Auction Transmission Markets on OASIS II and Mr. Sorenson will speak about outage load forecast on OASIS II at IRC’s next SRC conference call or meeting.
7.  Other Business
Mr. Rosenberg said it would be a good idea for NAESB to coordinate with the ITC and CEMF to ensure that work is not duplicated.  The group responded they agree this coordination needs to take place and they would try to coordinate their work with these groups and any other groups currently working on OASIS issues.
8.  Future Meetings
The committee decided to coordinate its meetings for 2005 with the WEQ ESS/ITS at its meeting on November 18-19 in Washington, DC.
