2. Continue development of white paper discussing IIPTF results

The IIPTF reviewed the revised draft report, including the new sections on WOLF (submitted by Mr. Lively) and WATEC (submitted by Mr. Henery).  The comments submitted by Mr. Blohm and Mr. Illian were also considered and modifications were made.  A redline of the document is provided as an attachment to these minutes.
Mr. Lemmons expressed concern that the description of WATEC was overly-optimistic because WATEC really only addresses primary inadvertent, not all inadvertent.  Mr. Henery stated that the revised language clearly states that WATEC addresses primary inadvertent.  There was also significant discussion, but no change in language, on whether WATEC is implemented through the entire ACE equation or a bias term in the ACE equation.  
Several participants objected to the specificity included in the revised section on WOLF.  It was determined that the chart should be deleted and other slight modifications should be made.  

3. Other Business
No other business was discussed.

4. Future Meetings
The next IIPTF conference call is scheduled for August 19 from 1:00 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. Central.  The purpose of the call is a final review of the draft report.
