3. Other Business

Mr. Cox generally discussed the comments submitted by TAPS on the draft IIPTF report.  Mr. Cox stated TAPS opposes the payback-in-kind settlement because it is unfair to some market participants because they operate under a different paradigm.  Mr. Cox also generally reviewed NERC’s response to the TAPS comments.  Mr. Cox added that the TAPS comments address a “larger picture” issue that is beyond the scope of the subcommittee.  The TAPS comments, and any responses, will be discussed at the August 23 WEQ Executive Committee meeting.
