Thanks for providing the ability to participate in the conference via telephone.  I would like to provide NAESB with Associated Electric Cooperative, Inc.'s (AECI) position with regard to OASIS II. 

AECI is a generation and transmission electric cooperative located in Springfield, MO.  AECI provides electricity to rural customers in Missouri, northeast Oklahoma and southeast Iowa.  

AECI presently does not support the promulgation of an OASIS II standard. As Barry Lawson of NRECA stated in the conference, the cost to implement the standard versus the economic benefit is not known.  Without knowing the costs or the expected benefit AECI cannot support OASIS II.

As was evident in the conference different regions of the country have different needs and expectations of OASIS II.  Therefore, solutions to communication problems in the respective regions should be solved locally instead of developing a standard which tries to be all things to all regions.
