Final Minutes
1. Welcome
Mr. Schwermann welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Review Seams Catalog
Mr. Schwermann stated that during the November 2006 WEQ Executive Committee meeting, he requested that the Seams Subcommittee be reinstated.  Mr. Schwermann volunteered to chair the Seams Subcommittee.  Mr. Schwermann stated that his goal for the subcommittee is to review each item in the Seams Catalog (posted as a work paper for this meeting:  Seams Catalog dated 4/2/04) to determine whether action, if any, has been taken to address the item; whether action should be taken to advance the item; and whether the item is being addressed in other forums.  Mr. Schwermann noted that he did not intend to add items to the Seams Catalog, only review the existing items.
Mr. Schwermann noted that the WECC has a Seams Issues Subcommittee that reports to the Market Interface Committee that is currently identifying seams issues in the west.  There is also a group of control areas working on seams issues on a bilateral basis with California ISO.  Mr. Schwermann stated that it will be essential for the NAESB WEQ Seams Subcommittee to keep abreast of the developments on seams issues in other forums and organizations.
Mr. Heinrich suggested that the subcommittee contact the individuals or organizations that submitted the particular issues to determine if the item is still a valid issue.  Mr. Schwermann stated that he was reluctant to contact everyone who responded to the Seams Catalog due to time considerations.  Mr. Schwermann suggested that the subcommittee go through the issues on their own.  If further information is needed, the submitters of that particular item can be contacted at that time.
Mr. Schwermann suggested that the Seams Subcommittee meet for a face to face meeting to begin conducting the review of the Seams Catalog.  After discussion, the participants agreed to meet on February 7, 2007 from 8:00 AM to 2:00 PM Central at NAESB’s offices in Houston, Texas.

3. Next Steps/Other Business
During the next meeting, the subcommittee will begin reviewing the Seams Catalog item by item.  The Seams Subcommittee will also conduct a general review of a “longer” version of the Seams Catalog that was submitted to the FERC by NAESB on June 15, 2004:  June 15, 2004 - NAESB Seams Catalog Submission to FERC.
