WECC Seams Issues Subcommittee
At the recent NAESB WEQ Seams Subcommittee meeting
 there were several seams issues that were discussed which the committee thought were specific to the WECC.
  The Seams Subcommittee is attempting to determine if the issues on the NAESB Seams Matrix are still applicable; whether business practice standards development is warranted at the NAESB level; or if the identified seams issue either should be addressed/is being addressed at a regional level. 

The Seams Subcommittee identified the following Seams Matrix issues to be only applicable to the WECC.  I would like to call them to your attention to discuss as you see appropriate in the WECC Seams Issues Subcommittee to determine if action on these identified seams is warranted at this time.  

· Item 67 deals with the necessity for secondary transmission service market standardization.  In specific, does a secondary market exist inside the WECC, and if the market is not westwide, does it need coordination?

· Item 78 speaks about transaction scheduling and suggests that tools be developed to assist market entities in submitting schedules to Balancing Authorities with different Tariff provisions and thus different timing and scheduling protocols.

Please let me know if the WECC Seams Issues Subcommittee has addressed these issues.  If the WECC Seams Issues Subcommittee has not addressed these issues, please let me know whether the WECC Seams Issues Subcommittee determines that these issues are pertinent to effective markets and reliability in the WECC or whether the WECC Seams Issues Subcommittee does not deem the issues as seams issues to be addressed at this time. . Based on your recommendation, on behalf of the WEQ Seams Subcommittee, we would ask that if you feel action is needed in a NAESB forum, that the WECC Seams Issues Subcommittee completes a NAESB Request for Standards Development
 to develop the appropriate mechanism to solve these seams.
