Opening Remarks/Administrative 
Mr. Wood opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Huffman read the antitrust guidelines.

The group reviewed the agenda.  Two items were added to the agenda.  The first item added was item three, Discuss Cover Letter and List of Information that will not be made public.  The second item added was number five Discuss conference calls with NERC.  Mr. Green moved, seconded by Ms. Rehman, to adopt the agenda as revised.  The motion passed without objection.  
3.
Discuss Cover Letter and List of Information that will not be made public 
The group reviewed the List of ATC Related Information first.  Mr. Pritchard commented that NERC should review the list because some of the MOD versions have changed and that the list is referring to outdated NERC MODs.  Ms. Rehman suggested removing the Standard Reference column from the list but there was no agreement from the other participants.  Mr. Green commented that, at this point in the process, the MOD reference accuracy was not critical.  The group agreed that when the list is finalized all the references must be accurate but for the purposes of the current discussion, the accuracy of the NERC MOD references is not important.  The group added a comment to the list stating that the NERC MOD references listed were accurate as of the posting date of October 30, 2007.  The group also added the language “List of ATC Related Information” to the top of the list in order to help clarify the scope of the list.  There was no further discussion on the List of ATC Related Information. 

The group reviewed the Cover Letter.  The Cover Letter is a narrative explaining the purpose and development of the List of ATC Related Information.  The Cover Letter is to be sent along with the List of Information to NERC for review, and is to be posted for informal comments.  The group spent the remaining meeting time restructuring and rewording the Cover Letter content with particular attention devoted to the first paragraph (Background).  The group removed a clause, which stated that the subcommittee is to produce standards independent of NERC standard development.  The group also removed a clause, which stated the timeline for the development of the List of Information.  The group added language to the introductory paragraph which stated that there is an ongoing discussion about what information that is used in the calculation of ATC and its components will ultimately be made public and that this list is an initial attempt.  No further discussion was noted. 
Mr. Green motion, seconded by Ms. Rehman that the revised Cover Letter and List of ATC Related Information be sent to NERC for review and posted for informal comments.  The motion passed without objection.  The informal comments are due on February 8, 2008.

Vote the Recommended Standards to Address ATC-TTC Narratives out of the BPS and ESS/ITS for the 30 day formal comment period and to the WEQ Executive Committee for adoption.
