Status: 2/22/2008 Completed – Recommendation has been updated to indicate “Native Load for the ISO/RTO is the same as system-wide load.” There is no need to make any changes to WEQ-001 Appendix C – OASIS Exemptions.
2. Would posting of assumptions identify whether you are posting native and/or system-wide load? (Form 714 and other FERC Reports may define requirements) 
Status: 2/22/2008 Completed - The recommendation has been updated to indicate what is required when posting assumptions along with differences or deviations in assumptions.
3. Move definitions up front and reword so definitions are requirements.  Use comparable language in similar definitions.
Status: 2/22/2008 Completed – Transmission Provider and ISO/RTO Obligations were reworded to be requirements rather than assumptions and were moved to the beginning of the recommended requirements.
4. Change all references of Actual Daily Zonal Peak Load to Actual Daily Zonal Load.
Status: 3/3/2008 Completed – Changes were made offline and included in version of recommendation posted for the March 10-13 Meetings.
5. Change references of “forecast load” to “forecasted load”
Status: 3/3/2008 Completed – Changes were made offline and included in version of recommendation posted for the March 10-13 Meetings.
