FINAL MINUTES

1. Welcome
Ms. York opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Ms. Kennedy read the antitrust guidelines.  Ms. York suggested that the agenda be revised so that the third bullet in Agenda Item 2 be moved to be the first bullet.  Mr. Saini moved, seconded by Mr. Cyrulewski, to adopt the agenda as revised.  The motion passed without objection.
2. Review draft language for NAESB “handoff’ items to complement the draft NERC reliability standards for: 
Business practice standards to set forth the procedure for input on Total Transfer Capability and ATC methodologies and values (previously MOD003):  The subcommittee reviewed the work paper posted for this meeting:  Request for Informal Comments on Language drafted from NERC MOD-003 - Comments due May 1, 2007  and began to review the comments submitted in response to the request for informal comments:  Comments Submitted by J.Pewarski, Midwest ISO, Comments Submitted by C. Mendrala, ISO New England, Comments Submitted by J. Stanton, ICF International, Comments Submitted by N. Balu, Wisconsin Public Service Corporation, Comments Submitted by R. Mucci, Williams.  After a short discussion, the subcommittee realized that the comments were reviewed and addressed during the May 3, 2007 conference call:  Draft Minutes.
The subcommittee decided that it would draft language to create business practices for the procedure for input on Total Transfer Capability and ATC methodologies and values based on what was agreed to during the May 3, 2007 conference call.

The subcommittee titled the draft business practices “Procedure for Addressing Available Transfer Capability Methodology Questions.”

0xx.1:  Mr. Saini supported adding language to include the ability to submit questions on values in additions to the values.  Ms. Rehman stated that the language as drafted addresses the ability to submit questions on values.  Mr. Saini stated that the words “values and methodologies” should be used.  He added if the subcommittee agrees that the questions on values is included, then it will not hurt to add the language.  Mr. Pritchard stated that information is posted in responses to reservations.  He added that anyone that does business on OASIS knows how to find that information on an OASIS reservation.  Mr. Saini stated that this language does not address reservations but addresses the values of ATC before making the reservation.  Mr. Saini noted that the existing language in MOD003 includes methodologies and values.  Mr. Pritchard stated that the subcommittee has discussed this issue before and came to the conclusion that since there are different groups of people in companies who are responsible for methodologies than who are responsible for the specific values that are posted.  Ms. Rehman stated that Order 889 allows the responsible party to request all the data used to calculate it, it does not say there will be information exchange.
After further discussion, the subcommittee revised the language for 0xx.1 to state:

Each Transmission Service Provider shall post in INFO.HTM on the OASIS  home page, its procedure for receiving and addressing questions about the applicable Available Transfer Capability methodology.  Information in the procedure should include, but is not limited to:

0xx.1.1:  The language was revised to state:  “Current Transmission Service Provider contact information for questions.”
0xx.1.2:  Mr. Pritchard stated that the language in 1.2 will require a Transmission Provider to establish a set time for the response.  He suggested revising the language in 1.2 to include a more general time it will take for the Transmission Provider to acknowledge the question.  The language was modified to state “The amount of time it will take to acknowledge receipt of the question.”
0xx.1.3:  Mr. Pritchard stated that he did not think the language in 1.3 adds value:  The manner in which the responses may be communicated (e.g., email, letter, telephone, etc).
Ms. Rehman stated that language should be added that the responses will be made in compliance with the Standards of Conduct or to the extent allowed by the Standards of Conduct.  Ms. Rehman stated that if a Transmission Provider talks to one person about its ATC Methodology, then the same information should be provided publicly.  She added that the NAESB business practices should not encourage private conversations on ATC.  Mr. Saini stated that the Standards of Conduct provide that Transmission Providers can respond to specific requests.  He noted that during the May 3 meeting, the subcommittee participants reached a consensus that they would not support a question and answer posting.  Ms. Rehman stated that the parenthetical phrase in 1.3 should be removed.  After further discussion, 1.3 was removed in its entirety.
Ms. Rehman moved, seconded by Mr. Cyrulewski, to accept the language as revised during this meeting and present the draft to the NERC ATC Drafting Team on June 13, 2007.  The motion passed without opposition.  The revised language is posted as an attachment to these minutes:  Attachment - Draft Language for Procedure for Addressing Available Transfer Capability Methodology Questions - 06/11/2007 (Clean); Attachment - Draft Language for Procedure for Addressing Available Transfer Capability Methodology Questions - 06/11/2007 – Redline.
MOD001 (Available Transfer Capability), MOD004 (Capacity Benefit Margin), MOD008 (Transmission Reliability Margin Calculation Methodology), (drafts to be provided by JT Wood) and MOD028 (Network Response Available Transfer Capability); MOD029 (Rated System Path Available Transfer Capability); MOD030 (Flowgate Network Response Available Transfer Capability)(drafts to be provided by Alan Pritchard and Barbara Rehman):
The subcommittee recalled a draft submitted by Ms. Rehman to establish a link on the OASIS home page that was posted for the March 7, 2007 conference call:  http://www.naesb.org/pdf2/weq_atc_afc030707w2.doc.  The subcommittee revised the language by adding the “Handoff Items” from the NERC draft reliability standards for ATC. · Posted paths (ref to NERC MOD028 R3; Order 890 paragraph 193)

· Definition of Flowgates (ref to NERC MOD030 R3)

· Results and Calculations of TFC (ref to NERC MOD030 R11)

· Results of Calculations of AFC (ref to NERC MOD030 R21)

· Procedure for CBM (ref to NERC MOD004 R1)

· CBM Import Entitlement Report (ref to NERC MOD004 R7.3)

· Report required in NERC MOD004 R11 (CBM Usage Report) (ref to NERC MOD004 R12)

· TRM Calculation Methodology (ref to NERC MOD008 R7)

· TRM Values (ref to NERC MOD008 R10)
