FINAL MINUTES

1. Welcome
Mr. Wood opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Booe read the antitrust guidelines.  The participants in the room and on the phone introduced themselves.  Mr. Woods reviewed the agenda.  Ms. York requested that the group amend the agenda to include a work paper she created listing the undocumented handoff items from the NERC ATC Drafting Team.  Ms. York moved to adopt the agenda as amended.  Ms. Crockett seconded the motion and the motion passed by consensus.
2. Responses to the NAESB assigned EPSA Comments on the changes to CBM and TRM

During the August 9, 2007 Joint NERC/NAESB ATC meeting the two groups reviewed and assigned the comments submitted by EPSA in response to the NAESB ESS/ITS/BPS’s Changes to CBM and TRM submitted by Southern Company. The group undertook to draft responses to the NAESB assigned comments submitted by EPSA.  Ms. York began the discussion by reviewing the EPSA redline modifications to WEQ 001-1.6(b)(2)(ii).  She stated that she was uncertain of EPSA’s intent in the use of the term “topology” in the redline modifications.  Mr. Wood stated that “topology” could be interpreted very broadly to require posting of an entire study used to calculate ATC.  Mr. Pritchard stated that it is not appropriate to post the entire study for every ATC calculation.  Ms. Mendrala echoed Mr. Pritchard’s comment and noted the data storage difficulties with such a requirement.  Ms. Mendrala also stated that EPSA removed the “publicly available” language from WEQ-001-1.6(b)(2)(ii).  The group discussed the benefits of making the data “publicly available” only upon request as opposed to requiring that all data be posted for every ATC calculation.  Mr. Wood suggested only incorporating the modifications requested by the FERC in Order 890 into WEQ 001 and then address the issues presented by EPSA and other commentors in other business practices such as the S&CP and Implementation Guide.  Ms. Rehman and Mr. Saini supported Mr. Wood’s suggestion.  Mr. Pritchard collaborated with Ms. Otondo and drafted a response to the EPSA comment capturing the group’s conclusion, and noted that some commercially sensitive data will not be made publicly available.  
The group drafted a variation of the same response to EPSA’s proposed modifications to WEQ 001-1.6(b)(3)(i)(A)(1) and WEQ 001-1.6(b)(3)(i)(B). 3. Response to Comments Submitted in Response to Request for Informal Comment on the Draft Modifications to WEQ 001 to Address Order 890 
Next, the subcommittee reviewed the comments submitted in response to the groups Request for Informal Comments on the Draft Modifications to WEQ 001 to Address Order 890.  The group began by reviewing the comments submitted by ISO New England.  Ms. Mendrala asked the group if the subcommittee was still not considering making any changes to the Draft Modifications to WEQ 001 to Address Order 890.  Mr. Woods responded that as discussed previously, the group would make the changes to the business practices but did not want the language in WEQ 001 to deviate from that in Order 890.  Ms. Mendrala stated that she recognized the group’s position, but the issues noted in the ISO New England comments need to be addressed at some point.
The group undertook to draft responses to ISO New England’s comments.  Ms. Mendrala began the discussion by stating that leaving the broad “publicly available” language in WEQ 001 could create a conflict if the group qualifies what will be made publicly available later in other standards.  The group recognized the potential conflict and determined to post a statement that all NAESB business practices must comply with CEII protocols and respect all commercial sensitivities.  Mr. Pinto asked the group where Order 890 addresses commercial sensitivities, and Ms. Otondo responded that Order 890 addresses this in paragraphs 312 and 403.
Ms. Mendrala presented her second comment to the group.  She stated that ISO New England has suggested to the ESS/ITS in comments on the S&CP that the TP be allowed to post TTC/CBM/TRM values using the TS_CLASS approach or the systemdata approach.  Mr. Woods, supported by Ms. Rehman, responded that the FERC regulations require the values to be put into systemdata, but there is no restriction against putting the values in the transpost and transoffering templates.  Ms. Mendrala stated that the goal for allowing either is to let the TP’s have the option to map more clearly, and that there is no need to have the data posted twice.  The group discussed the proposition and determined the ESS/ITS should review the data dictionary and consider modifying the SYSTEM_ATTRIBUTE values to account for firm and non-firm TRM/CBM.
Ms. Mendrala stated that she understood the groups position to not deviate from the language provided in Order 890, and asked the group if there was currently a draft list of all the issues the group has identified and intends to address in other business practices.  Mr. Woods stated that there is not a formal list, but all of the issues have been identified and addressed in the comments submitted in response to the draft changes. The group continued reviewing the remaining comments and drafted responses.  These responses can be found on the NAESB website at:  http://naesb.org/pdf2/weq_atc_afc081607a1.doc.
The group removed the highlighted portions and comments from the Draft Modifications to WEQ 001 to address Order 890 and made minor non substantive modifications.  Mr. Pritchard moved to post the document for the 30 day formal comment period before going to the WEQ Executive Committee. Mr. Saini seconded the motion.  Ms. York reminded the participants that the group would take a simple majority vote, and that any participant may request a balanced vote if they oppose.  Ms. Mendrala stated that she would like to see the Recommendation that the document would be attached to before voting.  The group concurred that they would like to see the Recommendation prior to the vote.  Mr. Saini and Mr. Pritchard agreed to withdraw their motion in favor of voting on the entire recommendation package.  Mr. Woods drafted the Recommendation to the EC for Order 890 Modifications to WEQ001.  The group reviewed the Recommendation and made a few minor modifications. Ms. Otondo made a motion to send the Recommendation out for a 30 day formal comment period before going to the EC.  Mr. Pritchard seconded the motion, and the motion passed without opposition. 
4. Draft List of ATC Information that will not be Made Publicly Available

Next, the group discussed the List of ATC Information not to be Made Publicly Available.  Mr. Saini stated that he had not completed drafting the list, and suggested that the group refrain from addressing the list until next time.  He stated that it would be in the group’s best interest to wait until NERC finalizes their documents so that the standards can be properly referenced.  The group agreed to postpone developing the list.
5. Order 890 Status Review

The group undertook to update the Order 890 Work Plan to reflect the current status of the ESS/ITS and BPS.  The group began by discussing the ETC work.  Mr. Saini stated that currently there is no need for the group to address the ETC issue, and that ETC is a NERC item.  Ms. Rehman echoed Mr. Saini’s comments.  The group reviewed the most current NERC MOD028 at the request of Mr. Saini to determine if there were any commercial aspects that the group needed to address.  Finding none, the group decided to review the NERC standards again when finalized.  
The group continued to the CBM and TRM items in the work plan.  Mr. Woods noted that the ESS/ITS and BPS have been working on these items, and suggested noting such in the work plan as an update.  The group agreed.  
Next, the group reviewed bullets for the ATC and AFC calculations methodologies to complement the NERC reliability standards in the work plan.  Mr. Pritchard and Mr. Woods stated that a lot of the work has been captured in the ESS/ITS S&CP, and suggested that the group review the S&CP to identify any business practices that need to be developed or modified to address the items in the work plan.  Ms. Otondo asked the group how they planned to handle the counterflow issue contained in the last bullet.  Mr. Pritchard stated that he believes that the bullet does not actually belong in this section of the work plan because it will be addressed when the group begins the ETC work.  The group concurred with Mr. Pritchard and decided to note the postback list in the ETC portion of the work plan.  
The group reviewed the final ESS/ITS and BPS assignment on the work plan and noted that work on this item was near completion but had not been addressed in several meetings.  The group determined to finish the work on MOD003 and vote it out at the next meeting.

6. Previously Undocumented NERC Handoff Items

During the July 19, 2007 NERC/NAESB joint meeting the NERC ATC Drafting Team discussed a number of things that the NERC Drafting Team expected to be handled by NAESB.  Ms. York noted those items and created a work paper containing the Handoff Items from NERC.  The group reviewed this work paper and drafted responses to be given to the NERC Drafting Team during the next NERC/NAESB joint meeting. 7. Postback List
Mr. Pritchard was asked by a member of the NERC Drafting Team to create a list of all potential postbacks to consider.  Mr. Pritchard created a list offline and presented it to the group.  The group discussed the list and added some items to it.  The group decided to make the list a table and designated it as a work paper for the next ESS/ITS and BPS meeting when there were more participants to provide input.
