FINAL MINUTES

1. Welcome
Mr. Wood opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Booe read the antitrust guidelines.  The participants on the phone introduced themselves.  Due to a lack of participation the group decided to postpone the meeting until 1:00 p.m. Central.  Those in attendance undertook to contact the frequent participants of the ESS/ITS and BPS in an effort to gain more participation.  

The group reconvened at 1:00 p.m. Central with a larger number of participants. Mr. Wood welcomed those in attendance and reminded the group that antitrust guidelines were still in effect.  Mr. Wood reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Cyrulewski made a motion to adopt the agenda as drafted and Mr. Pritchard seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.    
2. Postback List
The group reviewed the Postback List with Sorted Tables created by Mr. Pritchard and modified during the previous meeting.  Ms. Kennedy asked the group for the background behind the document and what they intend to do with it.  Mr. Pritchard explained that it was created in response to a request from a NERC Drafting Team member.  Mr. Wood stated that during the meeting between the NERC and FERC staff on August 27, 2007 there was discussion regarding when postbacks occur and the varying types of postbacks.  Mr. Pritchard and Ms. Franz recalled the same.  The group made a few minor modifications to the table and decided to discuss the list more thoroughly during the next meeting.  Mr. Wood stated that he would present the list to the NERC Drafting Team during the joint meeting on August 29, 2007, and get their feedback concerning the issues discussed with FERC. 3. Language to Complement MOD001, MOD004, MOD008, MOD028, MOD029, MOD030 and to Incorporate NERC MOD003 Language
Next, the group reviewed the Draft Language for the Procedure for Addressing Available Transfer Capability Methodology (formerly NERC MOD003).  Mr. Wood began the discussion by stating that the group needed to decide where in the S&CP the language should be inserted.  After pulling up the current version of the S&CP the group decided to add it to Section 002-4.5.3.  Ms Rehman suggested that the group take the other work paper with the Language to Complement MOD001, MOD004, MOD008, MOD028, MOD029, and MOD030 and merge the two together since they will actually go together in the standards.  The group agreed and made changes to the numbering to reflect where in the S&CP the language should be inserted and created new titles for the new language.  The group also made a few modifications to the language and updated references to reflect the NERC modifications to the ATC standards. Mr. Pritchard made a motion to post the document for informal comment until September 10, 2007.  Ms. Rehman seconded the motion, and the motion passed without opposition.
4. Discussion on Draft Business Practices to Address CBM

Next, the group began discussions on addressing CBM.  Mr. Pritchard stated that NERC practice requires a report to be submitted to the TP on the CBM usage, and that the group could possibly create a form for that report.  Mr. Wood stated that he liked the idea of putting a reservation against the CBM set aside on OASIS.  Mr. Pritchard asked the group if e-Tag should be revised to address CBM even though NAESB has only been charged to develop mechanisms for auditing CBM in Order 890.  Ms. Rehman stated that the most logical way to audit CBM would be to create a template instead of a report.  Ms. Rehman also asked if the others thought there should be flag for scheduled data.  Mr. Wood and Mr. Pritchard responded that there should not be flag on OASIS for scheduled data.  Mr. Pritchard stated that another option would be to treat CBM as an emergency tag.  He also stated that no matter how the CBM auditing function is implemented,  it should work off of tag information.  Ms. Rehman concurred and added that if CBM is captured off of the tag everything would be already be in place and auditing could be done through the schedule detail template.  
Mr. Wood stated that he would find out the following during the joint NERC/NAESB meeting tomorrow:

· Are they envisioning a lump sum set aside or a per person network set aside?
· Could they envision the report they require being developed as a method of auditing?

The meeting was adjourned by consensus at 2:40 p.m. Central
