FINAL MINUTES

1. Introduction
Mr. Wood opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Booe read the antitrust guidelines.  The participants reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Booe noted that the ESS/ITS requested the ESS/ITS and BPS add a vote on minor corrections to WEQ 002, WEQ 003, and WEQ 011 to their agenda.  Mr. Wood stated that it might be better if the group reviewed the minor corrections and waited until the next ESS/ITS and BPS meeting on September 18, 2007 to vote.  The other participants agreed and the item was not added to the agenda.  Mr. Mucci asked that the group review the list of ATC related information not to be made publicly available.  Mr. Saini stated that the group was not going to update the list of information not to be made publicly available until NERC finalizes the companion standards.  Mr. Mucci stated that he did not necessarily want to update the list, but he had a few questions he would like to ask the group.  The group agreed to review the document.  Ms. York moved to adopt the agenda as modified and Mr. Mucci seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.  
2. Review of Comments from the NERC ATC Drafting Regarding the Postback List with Sorted Tables
The NAESB ESS/ITS and BPS participants reviewed the Postback List with Sorted Tables from the August 28, 2007 meeting.  Ms. Mendrala opened the discussion by asking the group for clarification regarding the purpose of the action column.  She stated that she was unclear as to whether the items where included in the posted ATC calculation.  The group pointed out that there were two tables.  The first listed the postbacks for internally adjusted ATC and posted ATC and the second table listed the postbacks for internally adjusted ATC only.  Ms. Mendrala stated that this cleared up her confusion, but asked about counterflows.  Mr. Middleton responded that NERC will direct the group on how to handle counterflows.   Mr. Sorenson stated that in his opinion counterflows are postbacks because they elevate the ATC value.  Mr. Saini stated that he did not think counterflows should be considered postbacks because counterflows are an assumption or criteria used that does not affect the ATC.  At the suggestion of Mr Mucci the group developed the definition of postbacks and captured it above the tables on the workpaper as “The increase in ATC due to a change in status of a Transmission Service request or the release of unscheduled Transmission Service”.  Ms. Rehman noted that the definition developed is not broad enough to include counterflows.  
Mr. Saini suggested that the group add columns to the postback tables for firm and non-firm ATC.  Ms. Mendrala undertook to make the amendment to the table.  Ms. Mendrala and Ms. Kennedy asked the group what they planned to do next with the table.  Mr. Wood and Mr. Saini stated that the table should be made a standard or an appendix to a standard.  Mr. Wood also noted that the table is not yet complete, because it was Mr. Pritchard’s intention to add cross-references to the applicable NAESB business practices.  The group discussed the process of having the table made a standard, and Mr. Wood stated that he would present the table to NERC tomorrow during the joint meeting. 3. Review of Comments submitted in Response to the Request for Informal Comments on the Language to Complement MOD001, MOD004, MOD008, MOD028, MOD029, MOD030, and to incorporate NERC MOD003 Language

The group undertook to review the comments submitted in response to the Request for Informal Comments on the Language to Complement MOD001, MOD004, MOD008, MOD028, MOD029, MOD030, and to incorporate NERC MOD003 Language.  
OATI Comments

First, the group addressed the comments submitted by Paul Sorenson, OATI.  Mr. Wood stated that initially the idea was to add this language to the S&CP, and asked Mr. Sorenson to explain his comment.  Mr. Sorenson stated that ESS/ITS was planning on making some modifications to WEQ 001 by adding language to support the modifications made to the S&CP to address Order 890, and that the ATC Information Link on OASIS language should be included in WEQ 001 OASIS Business Practice Standards.  Ms. Franz stated that to include the link on the OASIS homepage and in Attachment C of the tariff would be redundant.  Mr. Wood reminded the group that the question at hand is whether the language should be left in the S&CP or moved to WEQ 001.  Mr. Saini stated that he did not support including the language in WEQ 001, becauseit would be more efficient to keep all of the links together in a single place.  Mr. Sorenson responded that the language proposed language sets forth requirements rather than procedure, and thus does not belong in the S&CP.  The consensus of the group was to follow Mr. Sorenson’s suggestion, so a response to Mr. Sorenson’s comments was drafted stating that group would make the recommended move. The group then made the changes to the Language to Complement MOD001, MOD004, MOD008, MOD028, MOD029, MOD030, and to incorporate NERC MOD003 Language, and added a sentence to the bottom of the work paper stating the group’s intention to add the language to the WEQ 001. MISO Comments
Next the group addressed the comments submitted by Ed Skiba, MISO.  Ms. Franz began the discussion by stating that she would like to change the written request requirement in the comments to require requests be sent via email.  She stated that requiring written requests was too broad and that she was concerned that she would receive requests through regular mail.  Ms. Rehman echoed her concern and stated that she believed an email requirement for requests was appropriate.  Ms. York noted that the group had already discussed this issue and determined that it would be beneficial to leave the method of sending the request broad.  Mr. Wood and Mr. Saini recalled the same, and explained that the method of delivery of the request will be provided in the contact information.  Ms. Rehman told Ms. Franz that if TP’s wished to be contacted via email then they should provide the desired email address in the contact information.  Ms. Franz agreed with the group to leave the method of request broad.  

The group then reviewed the MISO comment suggesting an extension to 10 days for response time.  Ms. Rehman recalled that one week requirement was taken from Order 889 and the group determined to maintain the consistency between the Order and the requirement.  The group drafted responses to the comments and made the modifications discussed to the language. The group discussed putting the modified work paper out for formal comment, but decided to suspend that vote until the NERC ATC drafting team finalizes the companion standards.

4. List of Information not to be Made Publicly Available

Mr. Mucci requested that the subcommittee provide background on the List of Information not to be Made Publicly Available posted for the meeting.  Ms. York stated that the document was intended to be a work paper to help the group get started making determinations as to what ATC information will not be made publicly available.  Mr. Saini added that the document is in it’s early stages waiting on action from NERC.  Mr. Mucci stated that the document should be provided to the EC before they vote on the standard.  The group agreed that the document should accompany the standard.
5. Draft Business Practices to Address CBM

Next, the group undertook to begin drafting the business practices needed to address CBM.  They began by looking to the Order 890 Work Plan items for CBM and determining which items would need to be handled by NERC and which items needed to be handled by the ESS/ITS and BPS.  Mr. Wood stated that how to allocate transmission paths to customers in the first bullet is a NAESB item.  Mr. Rodriquez and the other group members agreed.  The group then decided to create a new work paper that would contain all of the items the group would need to discuss.  The group pasted the CBM work items from the Work Plan on the new work paper and began breaking them down into bulleted items.  Mr. Rodriquez stated that when the NERC team discussed allocation with FERC staff members, they that they supporting implementation of a firm CBM at higher cost and also providing a lower cost conditional CBM.  He also stated that the NERC team initially discussed allocating the CBM pro-rata, but after discussion decided to offer it as firm product.  

The group discussed the technical aspects of selling CBM and treating it as a margin versus a reservation.  Mr. Mucci noted that if CBM is not made a firm reservation that there could be potential to abuse the system by overbuying the unused CBM.  The group directed their focus towards the work paper. Mr. Wood asked the group if CBM is a system attribute how would it be made into a reservation.  Ms. Reheman and Ms. Franz stated that it could be a request type.  The group agreed to add the creation of a new request type as a bullet.  Ms. Rehman added that the systemdata template would need to be reviewed for purposes of a CBM request type.  The group agreed to make that a bullet item as well.  The work paper that was created can be found on the NAESB website at:  http://naesb.org/pdf3/weq_atc_afc091107a1.doc.

6. Review of the Order 890 Work Plan

Ms. Kennedy asked the participants to review the modifications she had made to the Order 890 Work Plan.  She explained that she had highlighted the portions of the work plan that she believed the group could accomplish without the coordination of the NERC ATC Drafting Team in purple and highlighted the items requiring coordination with NERC in blue.  Mr. Wood went through each item and the group concurred with Ms. Kennedy’s appraisal.  The team plans to have all of their independent work items out for formal comment by the end of the fourth quarter. 
7. Future Meetings

Mr. Wood reviewed the group’s meeting schedule through November.
8. Adjournment

Ms. York motioned to adjourn the meeting and Mr. Smith seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 11:57 a.m.
