Please accept the following comments from BPA. 

______________________________________________ 
First, the current version of the NERC CBM standard calls for a monthly calculation/analysis/statement of the CBM required by an LSE.  I think there will probably need to be some posting method, by the TSP, to accommodate this requirement.  Currently, the monthly calc/posting is not in the current business practice.
There is no requirement in the current ATC standards for the ATC of a path to be calculated further out than 13 months.  However, if the CBM is to be subtracted from the Posted Path ATC, shouldn't this be communicated somehow to the industry?  There might be a linkage missing here.
The business practice does not address when the CBM product would need to be scheduled.  For a generation event, CBM would be scheduled for the following hour and tagged.  The within hour would not be tagged and would be handled under TRM.
Lastly, the NERC standards have shifted the responsibility for the justification of CBM to the Load Serving Entity.  The TSP has the passive action of addressing the firm transmission requirements if the CBM requrest is justified.  I'm not sure if a TSP can unilaterally declare that they won't be using the CBM variable in the future.

Dear NAESB WEQ Members and Interested Industry Participants, 
The ESS/ITS and BPS is soliciting informal comments on their Draft CBM Audit Requirements.  During the November 7, 2007 NAESB WEQ ESS/ITS and BPS meeting the subcommittees continued their work on the items contained in the Order 890 Work Plan which do not require coordination with the NERC ATC Drafting Team.  In response to these items, the group has developed proposed standards language, which is a conceptual draft of the OASIS mechanism to allow for the auditing of CBM usage as required by paragraph 262 of Order 890. The WEQ ESS/ITS and BPS purposes to incorporate this language by amending the WEQ 001 business practice standard with the new proposed sections.  The purpose of this proposed amendment is to update the standards in accordance with Order 890.
