R6.2. The impact of all confirmed firm Point-to-Point Transmission Service expected to be

scheduled, including roll-over rights for Firm Transmission Service contracts, for the Transmission Service Provider’s area not included in the model.

R6.3. The impact of any confirmed firm Point-to-Point Transmission Service expected to be scheduled, filtered to reduce or eliminate duplicate impacts from transactions

using Transmission service from multiple Transmission Service Providers, including roll-over rights for Firm Transmission Service contracts, not included in the model in

excess of 3% (or less if desired)  for all adjacent  Transmission Service Providers and any other

Transmission Service Providers with which coordination agreements have been executed. The impact of any Grandfathered firm contracts expected to be scheduled

for the Transmission Service Provider’s area not included in the model.

R6.4. The impact of any Grandfathered firm contracts expected to be scheduled not included in the model in excess of 3% (or less if desired)  for all adjacent Transmission Service Providers and any other Transmission Service Providers with which coordination agreements have been executed.
