1 and 2.
Opening Remarks/Administrative 
Mr. Wood opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Huffman read the antitrust guidelines.

The group reviewed the agenda.  One item was added to the agenda and it was to review the November 7, 2007 meeting minutes.  Mr. Middleton moved, seconded by Ms. Rehman, to adopt the agenda as revised.  The motion passed without objection.  
3.
Discuss NERC feedback on the NAESB ATC Information List 
Mr. Rodriquez commented that the CIPC (Critical Infrastructure Protection Committee) is still working through the ATC Information list to determine what is critical and what is not.  He stated that they will be parsing the list for a few more weeks but he will check to find out if they have any partial work products that he can present at the next meeting.  
Ms. Rehman asked if the group had any guidelines from NERC.  Mr. Rodriquez responded that there are no guidelines yet but the CIPC is working on that.  He stated that this list includes what to post on OASIS and the CIPC is going through the list carefully to review the impact on security and physical infrastructure.  Ms. Rehman suggested that NAESB could also review the list to determine what issues might be critical to NAESB.  Mr. Rodriquez asked the group if they wanted him to take back a deadline to the CIPC.  Mr. Wood responded “no,” since the group has not yet started work on the list.  Mr. Rodriquez asked the group when their FERC filing deadline was.  Ms. Rehman responded that August 2008 was their deadline. [The group should have standards prepared by June 1 for comment and consideration by the Executive Committee so that the August date can be met.] 

The group ended discussion on this topic but will continue at the next meeting.

Approval of November 7, 2007 meeting minutes 
Mr. Middleton asked why the draft minutes had the date of January 18, 2008.  Mr. Wood responded that this was the date the minutes were posted.  There was no other group discussion and Ms. Rehman moved to adopt the minutes.  There were no objections and the minutes were adopted as final.     
5.
Status of NAESB work on the Postback List  
Mr. Wood commented that there will be two Postback Lists posted for the WEQ ESS/ITS and WEQ BPS meeting next week in Phoenix, AZ (March 10-13, 2008): Draft List of Postbacks Submitted by A. Rodriquez, NERC and Postbacks for Posted ATC and AFC Submitted by A. Rodriquez, NERC.  Mr. Rodriquez stated that the original Draft List of Postbacks is a table and that he parsed through the list and commented each item.  He said that in the second document, Postbacks for Posted ATC and AFC, he lists the different ATC and AFC equations used for calculating Firm and Non-Firm.  Mr. Rodriquez remarked that the table included his comments on items that should not be included in ATC.  He commented that the list includes among other things, items that could possibly affect ATC.  He stated items such as confirmed and retrack are not on the list as when they are not confirmed, they are automatically taken out of the ATC calculation.  

Mr. Wood commented that next week the group should discuss timing of postback and the list generated because there are two ATC calculations (offline and online for posting).  Ms Rehman suggested the group should look at the NERC standard on postback to determine NERC’s intent.  Mr. Rodriquez responded that for NERC, postback is a separate term and is defined as an increase in ATC due to a change in status of a Transmission Service Request or the release of unscheduled transmission service.  Mr. Wood commented that he does not agree that firm resales are a postback but instead believes they are a wash, (cancel each other).  Ms. Rehman commented that a resale does not create a new reservation.  Mr. Wood responded that a resale does create a reservation but it is a wash although it could also be called a Postback.  Mr. Saini commented that it was premature to think of a resale as not a postback and that it should be determined on a case-by-case basis.  

Mr. Sorenson commented that he did not believe a resale was a postback.  He stated that OASIS has information on the availability of capacity, which should always be examined first.  He also stated the capacity information is a field in the reduction template on OASIS.  Mr. Saini stated that if they use current available capacity and not postback, then the group would have to redefine what is covered in ATC.  
The group decided to discuss this topic further at the meeting next week.  
6.
Review action items/assignment prior to next meeting
Mr. Wood asked that before the next meeting everyone please review all draft minutes prior to November 7, 2007 (and any subsequently posted draft minutes).
