REQ Executive Committee Conference Call Announcement, Review Session and Draft Agendas
A single topic review session on September 25, and a Retail Electric Quadrant Executive Committee (EC) conference call on October 2, both with web cast capability, have been scheduled to address the retail electric draft recommendation for Measurement and Verification standards to support retail demand response programs.  The industry formal comment period concluded on August 28.  All interested partied are welcome to attend both web casts.

We have set up the review session for EC members and other interested industry participants to discuss the recommendation and ask questions of the subject matter exerts and drafters.  In this manner, the EC members can prepare to vote on the recommendation and interested parties can participate as well, not only to learn more about the draft standards and comments that had been submitted, but also to make their perspectives known to the EC members who will be tasked with voting on the standards on October 2.  

During the EC web cast, the EC members or their designated alternates will be asked to consider the recommendation with the submitted comments and vote to approve the recommendation.  The EC members can vote to approve the recommended standards, but they can also vote to approve the standards after they have amended them, or they can determine that the standards should receive additional work from the subcommittee before they are considered for approval.  
For background, the subcommittee and task group meeting notes can be accessed from the NAESB web site.  We greatly appreciate the considerable time, effort and industry leadership demonstrated by the participants in the DSM-EE Subcommittee and the Retail working group as the recommendation was prepared.  It should be noted that the subcommittee voted to support the recommendation unanimously.
