The participants also unanimously decided to eliminate Service Request Confirmation, Service Request Response, Reconnection Acknowledgment, and Reconnection Notification to better comport with current BPS standards. 

In addition, the participants discussed Disconnection Confirmation and Reconnection Confirmation, settling on the consensus that Disconnection Completion and Reconnection Completion more accurately capture standard practice in the Registration Agent Model context. 
The motion to accept the definitions as modified during the meeting was made by Mr. Eynon.  The motion passed unanimously. 
3. Other business

Mr. Eynon opened up the meeting to discuss the merits of defining certain terms in conjunction with the DSM-EE Subcommittee. After brief discussion of how such coordination might be facilitated, Mr. Precht undertook to further pursue this inquiry as an action item.
