Welcome & Administrative Items

Discussion and vote on changes to the Billing Services Agreement Outline in RXQ.6.3
Mr. Precht borrowed the idea from the Joint WGQ/Retail meeting held to discuss the Trading Partner Agreement and developed a recommendation that included the changes that were previously made to the Billing Services Agreement Outline work paper.  No one disagreed with the language that was proposed.  Mr. Precht moved to adopt the recommendation.  The motion passed by consensus.

Continue discussion on Developing Model Business Practices on 2008 Annual Plan Item 5 – Customer Inquiries
The Subcommittee reviewed the Customer Inquires Model Business Practices.  The verbiage in RXQ.12.3.1 was used by Ms. Edwards to create a process flow.  The terminology in the Model Business Practice made it sound like every Customer Inquiry requires a confirmation of the account identity, which is not accurate because it first should be determined if it is Customer specific.  The process flow should be reflected in the model business practice. 
A new RXQ.12.3.1.2 was crafted to capture discussion on whether or not the Customer Inquiry is general in nature or directly related to the Customer account.  RXQ.12.3.1.3 was created to address the scenario when the Customer Inquiry is general in nature and can be resolved.  RXQ.12.3.1.4 was added to address the situation when the Customer Inquiry is general but the Market Participant cannot resolve it.  RXQ.12.3.1.5 was created to address when the Customer Inquiry is directly related to the Customer’s account.  Several of the model business practices were renumbered and modified based on discussion.  The subcommittee added sub-bullets RXQ.12.3.1.6 to include all inquiries related to the Customer’s account.  RXQ.12.3.1.7 was not included in the flow diagram.  The group discussed this model business practice and agreed it was unnecessary and deleted it.  
The Subcommittee reviewed Customer Inquiries Process Flow and made changes for language consistency between the process flows and the model business practices.
