Welcome & Administrative Items

Mr. Jones opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Culliton provided antitrust guidance and participants introduced themselves. Mr. Precht moved to approve the agenda; the motion passed without objection. The group reviewed draft meeting minutes from the Retail BPS May 3-4, 2010 meeting in Harrisburg, as revised by Mr. Precht prior to the call. After several minor changes were made for clarity, Mr. Precht moved to adopt the revised draft minutes, as amended during the call. This motion passed unanimously; the minutes were adopted as final.

Discussion and Further Development of the User’s Guide / FAQs for Book 0 – 2010 Retail Annual Plan Item No. 5.

Attendees reopened this discussion topic relating to the inclusion of a section in Book 0 intended to orient the retail standard user. Participants opened Document # 10-3E – the FAQ Document from the Retail BPS May 3-4 meeting - to resume their discussion of the proposal to incorporate a frequently asked questions (FAQ) section into Book 0. The group took note that Book 0 may not be the best place for this FAQ section to assist the new or prospective standard user because Book 0 will be copyrighted and access-limited. Notes were added to each FAQ item that captured the essence of the discussion and the subcommittee’s intended direction for each suggested FAQ topic. These notes are captured on the FAQ Document – Redlined. In discussing the applicability of such a FAQ document as a marketing tool to attract more widespread industry participation, the group unanimously supported the development of a more robust educational piece to be created by the Retail Quadrant, perhaps through a reorganization of the Retail materials on the NAESB website, that would buttress Retail membership efforts by helping to plainly inform potential NAESB members about the benefits of membership and potential avenues of participation. There was consensus that the way information is currently organized and displayed is challenging to the uninitiated.

Discussion of Possible Definition Expansion of List of Defined Terms Identified for Broadening of definitions – 2010 Retail Annual Plan Item No. 11
Attendees opened Document # 10-4E – List of Identified Defined Terms - and opened discussion on this item. Noting that these definitions nonetheless require continued monitoring for consistency, the group agreed that no further work can be done at this time because no other subcommittee has changed its definition of an identified term to be monitored.
