FINAL MINUTES

1. Administrative
Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  Co-Chair Jones called the roll and the participants identified themselves.  Mr. Eynon moved to adopt the agenda as drafted.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Cleanup for Publication of Market Participant Interactions and Creditworthiness
Mr. Precht explained the minor corrections process and BPS checked for capitalizations and other errors via webcast.  

Mr. Overtree undertook to ask Denise Rager whether or NAESB still has the Creditworthiness flow charts (a PowerPoint presentation) and if not, to contact the author, Bill Newbold of Detroit Edison, as the MBP section references require correction for publication.
After all corrections were made, Mr. Precht moved that BPS approve and forward to the Retail Executive Committees corrected Books 1 through 4 for minor corrections.  The motion was approved by a vote of 6-0.

3. Recess for the Day on July 22

1. Administrative

The participants introduced themselves and Mr. Jones reminded everyone that the antitrust guidelines are still in effect.
2. Supplier-Distribution Company Contract Forms


Mr. Precht noted that the only change to Book 6 is to combine into one “energy” form the two Gas and Electricity forms of Service Agreements and that the only change to Book 8 is to add the “Customer” definition. 
Mr. Precht moved that BPS approve Books 6, 8 and 9 as corrected and forward them to the Retail ECs for approval as minor modifications.  The motion was approved by a vote of 10-0.

3. MBPs Changes due to Registration Agent Model
BPS reviewed via webcast Market Participant Interactions (Book 1), Creditworthiness (Book 2) and Dispute Resolution (Book 4) and found no additional changes are necessary beyond those made during the June 24, 2008 Conference Call.  

In the Customer Information MBPs (Book 8), BPS allowed for redrafted data elements, added terms to be defined, “Historical Usage Request” and “Historical Usage Response” and delegated to the Texas Task Force to propose definitions at the next Glossary Subcommittee meeting.
BPS agreed that the Registration Agent model does not need a form for EDI Trading Partner Agreement, but that two form agreements need to be added:  Production Connectivity Worksheet, Delivery Services Agreement.  Ms. Munson stated that she is still working on drafts of those agreements and would present them at the next BPS meeting.

Next BPS discussed the “Service Request” definition and ultimately agreed to use the “transaction” alternate instead of the “process” alternate.  
Next BPS slightly revised the EDI flowcharts for ESI ID Set-up and ESI ID Change Request.
Finally, BPS revised the ESI ID Set-up MBPs via webcast, making some capitalization and some substantive changes.

4. Next Meeting 
BPS reiterated September 11 from 10 AM to 3 PM, and changed the date of the subsequent meeting to November 3-4, 2008.  The first order of business on September 11 is expected to be review of the Registration Agent draft contract forms, then completion of review and approval of all MBP Changes due to Registration Agent Model, then review the draft ESI ID Change MBPs.  Other remaining tasks are:  minor corrections for Books 10 and 11 before publication and correct MBPs references in Creditworthiness flowcharts.
5. Adjourn

Mr. Precht moved to adjourn.  The motion passed unanimously.
