Draft Minutes
1. Administrative
Mr. Jones welcomed meeting participants.  Ms. Galik read the antitrust guidelines.  Meeting participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The adoption of the September 11 meeting minutes was struck from the agenda.  Ms. Edwards moved to adopt the agenda as revised.  The motion passed unanimously.  The May 12-13 minutes were reviewed.  Minor edits were made to the document.  The group reviewed the June 24, 2008 minutes and minor edits were made.  The July 22-23 minutes were reviewed.  No changes were made to the document.  Mr. Precht moved to adopt the three sets of minutes as revised.  The motion passed unanimously.
2. Discussion and Vote on Model Business Practices for ESI-ID Set-up and Change
The group reviewed the following documents:
· Document #08-6H: 
The group reviewed RXQ.11.3.7.4 and made changes to conform with the changes to the corresponding flow diagram.  A new RXQ 11.3.7.5 was created to address the second sentence of the ESI ID definition that was discussed in the Glossary meeting.  The group discussed whether or not the last sentence (regarding more than one ESI ID) was necessary as it did not define the ESI ID.  That sentence will be removed from the definition of ESI ID by the Glossary Subcommittee.  After review of the ESI ID Change Flow diagram, the term ESI ID Change was changed to ESI ID Information Change.   RXQ.11.3.8.6 and RXQ.11.3.8.9 were reworded for consistency.    RXQ.11.3.8.12 was deleted from the standards and the flow diagram. 
· Document #08-7H: 
Mr. Jones asked about the situation in which the ESI ID does not exist and one should be assigned.  Ms. McKeever answered that if there is no ESI ID it could be created over the phone.  The Flow Diagram will be modified to reflect this scenario.  RXQ.11.3.7.3 and 11.3.7.4 were modified to show conforming changes.
· Document #08-8H: 
The title of the document was changed to “ESI ID Information Change Request Using a Registration Agent Process Flow Diagram.”  The term ESI ID was changed to conform with the above changes.  A Glossary meeting will be held to review the definitions for any necessary conforming changes.  The flow diagram was reviewed to ensure consistency with the MBPs.  

The subcommittee discussed adopting the MBPs and flow diagrams without the new definitions and determined they would adopt them contingent upon the new definitions.  Mr. Precht moved to approve the Model Business Practices and Flow Diagrams for ESI ID  Set UP and ESI ID Information Change as modified today and send them to the EC for approval contingent upon the Glossary subcommittee modifying the defined terms identified today.  The motion passed 7-0 (Vote 1).

Discussion and Vote on Minor Corrections to Creditworthiness Models
· Document #08-9H:  
Ms. Edwards re-created the Flow Diagram.
· Document #08-10H:  
This document was redlined to make conforming changes, with the majority of the redlines being minor edits.  The MBP numbers were corrected.  
Mr. Precht moved to approve the creditworthiness process flows as modified today and to send them to the EC as minor corrections subject to three minor cleanup changes.   The motion passed 7-0 (Vote 2).

The subcommittee recessed at 5:00 pm on Monday, November 3 and reconvened at 9:30 am on Tuesday, November 4.
5.
Discussion on TEIS Concerns with Book 10 – Customer Enrollment, Drop, and Account Information Change
· Document #08-21H – Message from Ms. Teel: 
 Ms. Teel reviewed her email. In reviewing the guidelines for Books 10 and 11 she noticed several references to a clearinghouse.  It seemed as though the intent of the guidelines was to be used in a clearinghouse market and she was concerned that there was the potential for confusion because Book 10 and Book 11 were not consistent.  She proposed removing all references to the clearinghouse model before they were sent out for comment.  Mr. Jones said those were not discussed in any formal committee but noted that the guidelines should follow the MBPs developed by Retail BPS.  Also, the guidelines were grouped inconsistently and it was suggested to break the guidelines into groups by function. Ms. Teel would make those changes before they go out for comment.
6.
Continue Discussion and Vote on Conforming Changes to Existing Model Business Practices to Incorporate the Registration Agent Model
· Document 08-8F and 08-11H:
The subcommittee discussed how to apply the information in document 08-8F in 08-11H. They discussed the creation of a how-to guide for the Books in Book 0.  Mr. Jones wanted to know how to incorporate the information developed by Ms. McKeever and Ms. Munson (in document 08-20H) and document 08-8F within 11H.  Ms. McKeever explained that the information applies to both Registration Agent and Customer Information in the how-to guide.  Mr. Precht suggested copying the four parts from 08-8F into the Registration Agent section in 08-11F.  The Customer Information section in 08-11H will have to be redone to incorporate the flow chart and information on ad hoc usage request.  The Registration Agent Historical Usage Flow Diagram was reviewed to identify terms.  Four terms were identified, historical usage request, historical usage confirmation, historical usage rejection, and historical usage data transaction.  The Flow Chart was re-titled to relate to RXQ.8.4.2.  The group reviewed the flow chart and made changes to conform with RXQ.8.4.2.  Mr. Precht will modify 08-11H document (Book 8) to conform with changes made to 20H.
· Document 08-20H:

The first three sections from 08-8F were copied into 08-20H and the document was renumbered.  Changes were made to make the first three sections conform to ad hoc Historical Usage using a Registration Agent.  The rest of the document was also edited with conforming changes.  The Flow Chart was renumbered to conform with the changes made to 20H.  This created a new section R.X.Q.8.3.2 in Book 8 for the ad hoc Historical Usage using a Registration Agent.  The sections that follow in Book 8 will be renumbered accordingly.  Mr. Precht moved to adopt a new MBP section R.X.Q.8.3.4 and a new model R.X.Q.8.4.4 for Ad Hoc Historical Usage Using A Registration Agent as modified today and send them to the EC for approval, pending adjustment of the numbers to conform.  The motion passed unanimously 9-0 (Vote 3).
· Document 08-13H:

The data contained in the document included the mapping to a website so that entities can communicate with each other.  It was asked if this document was more of a technical document or a contract.  Ms. McKeever said if the Trading Partner Agreement was included as a contract, this document should also be included in the contracts section.  Mr. Precht suggested making it an attachment to a LSE Application.  Because Registration Agent, Supplier and Distribution Company were all included in this document, Ms. McKeever did not think that would be possible but agreed that it should be included with the LSE for lack of more appropriate location.  It was agreed that this document would be listed separately in the contracts section and noted as an attachment so that parties can decide in which document to place it.  The document was re-titled, Production Connectivity Work Sheet for Use in Markets Supporting the Registration Agent Model.  Edits were made to the work sheet’s headings.  It was agreed that the document would apply to both Retail Gas and Electric Quadrants, as a result, RXQ.6.6 was added to the title.
· Document 08-14H:

RXQ.6.8 was added at the beginning of the cover page and edits were made to clarify some sections of the agreement.   All references to PURPA were deleted.
· Document 08-15H: 
The titled was modified and RXQ.6.9 was added.  Updates were made throughout the document.  
· Document 08-12H:

 Conforming changes were made throughout the document.
Mr. Precht moved to adopt the changes made to RXQ.6.6; RXQ.6.7; RXQ.6.8; RXQ.6.9 and the Contracts Table of Contents as modified and send to the EC for approval.  The motion passed unanimously, 8-0 (Vote 4).
Mr. Precht moved to adopt the modifications to market participant interactions, creditworthiness and market participant dispute resolution as shown in document 11H and send to EC for approval.  The motion passed unanimously, 8-0.
