DRAFT MINUTES

1. Administrative
The participants introduced themselves and Mr. Overtree read the antitrust guidelines.  
Mr. Jones noted that the draft Agenda differs from the tentative agenda discussed at BPS’s May meetings, in that it now concerns only the maintenance of existing MBPs -- discussion and agreement on minor corrections thereto for consistency, in preparation for publication of Version 1.1.  

Mr. Precht noted that the Glossary Committee meeting tentatively scheduled for today has been postponed until 12:30 p.m. on July 22 at the NAESB Office.  

Mr. Precht moved to adopt the replacement agenda as drafted.  The replacement agenda was adopted by consensus.
2. Model Business Practices Maintenance
· Introduction

Mr. Precht began the discussion with his draft Maintenance Scope of Work document, workpaper 08-0E. 
He emphasized what BPS is not attempting by this maintenance – any new or material alterations to MBPs.  Today will concern only changes that qualify as NAESB “minor corrections” that don’t require member ratification, but only Executive Committee approval – format, consistency of defined terms, correcting grammar and eliminating redundancies.
One inconsistency identified by Mr. Precht is the term “Switch Request” that appears in the Market Participant Interactions MBPs and the since-corrected term, “Enrollment Request.”  

One omission identified by Mr. Precht involved electronic data interchange, which was not referenced in the early MBPs, so that the phrase “via Uniform Electronic Transactions” (“UET”) needs to be added in a number of MBPs.

One formatting identified by Mr. Precht is the separation of definitions between business and technical.

· Market Participant Interactions MBPs (Book 1)
BPS then proceeded to review the above.  Mr. Jones asked whether or not the term “Registration Agent” requires a definition.  Mr. Precht replied that there is such a definition in the Glossary, but it needs correction.  This seems to be an assignment for the Glossary Subcommittee.
Mr. Precht asked to change “Switch Request” to “Enrollment Request.”  Mr. Jones noted that he read the definitions of both terms and they are identical.

Mr. Jones noted that the term “Customer Information” can now be capitalized, since subsequently a definition therefor was added to the Glossary.  Mr. Precht recommended deleting the “Switch Request” definition from the Glossary.

Finally BPS searched Market Participant Interactions for any “shall”s or “will”s, to change to “should”s, but found none.

· Creditworthiness MBPs (Book 2)
BPS reviewed the process flow diagrams, added one defined term and deleted another, then searched for entries of the phrase “via Uniform Electronic Transactions,” which it found to require no changes.  BPS also checked for “shall”s and “will”s.

· Billing and Payments MBPs (Book 3)
BPS reviewed the process flow diagrams, added one defined term and deleted another, then searched for entries of the phrase “via UET” which it found to require no changes.  BPS also checked for “shall”s and “will”s and decided that it didn’t need to review the flow diagrams, as they were not included in the published MBPs to begin with.
· Distribution Company – Supplier Disputes MBPs (Book 4)
BPS searched for instances where the phrase “via UET” should be added and found none.  BPS also checked for and corrected several “shall”s and “will”s to “should”s.

· Distribution Company-Supplier Service Agreement Outline (Contracts Book 6)
BPS combined the two agreement outlines – one for electricity and one for gas – into a single form covering both commodities, and changed the label to “RXQ.”  BPS also checked to make sure all entries of the defined term “Market Participant” were capitalized.  BPS also checked for “shall”s and “will”s, as well as for “switched” and “via UET” omissions, but found none.  

· Customer Information MBPs (Book 8)
BPS checked for “shall”s and “will”s, as well as for “switched” and via UET” omissions, but found none.

· Billing and Payment via UET MBPs (Book 9)
BPS changed a “will” to “should”, found no “shall”s or “switched”s and approved a “submits” and a UET reference without changes, though it did find and correct the placement of two “via UET”s and and “appropriate.”

3. Next Steps
Mr. Precht summarized that what remains are the Creditworthiness  and Customer Information flow diagrams, then the newer MBPs – Books 10 and 11.
Mr. Eynon having joined the call, it was agreed that he would post for the July 22 meeting a proposed draft of added, deleted and revised Glossary definitions.  

BPS agreed that its July 22-23 meetings will focus first on the Registration Agent (ERCOT) model MBPs and technical implementation, then proceed to more maintenance as time permits.
4. Adjourn

Mr. Precht moved to adjourn.  The motion passed unanimously.
