DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome

Mr. Novak called the meeting to order at 12:30 pm Central and welcomed the Retail Electric Quadrant (REQ) and Retail Gas Quadrant (RGQ) Executive Committee (EC) members and other participants.  Mr. Booe provided the antitrust guidance and called the roll of the REQ and RGQ EC.  Quorum was established.  Mr. Novak reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Munson moved to adopt the agenda as drafted and Mr. Precht seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.
2. Discussion, consideration and vote on recommendations 
Recommendation 2009 Retail Annual Plan Item 4.a Part 1 – “Develop Model Business Practices and procedures for responding to Customer inquiries directed to Distributors and/or Suppliers and for notification of the other party”:  Mr. Precht reviewed the recommendation.  He stated that the purpose of the recommendation is to add the ability for the Billing Party to provide billing inquiry resolution services on behalf of the Non-Billing Party within the Billing Party Agreement.  Mr. Jones stated that he supports the addition of the capability.  Mr. Precht moved to adopt the recommendation as drafted.  Mr. Jones seconded the motion and the motion passed a super-majority vote.  [Vote 1].
Recommendation 2009 Retail Annual Plan Item 4.a Part 2 – “Develop Model Business Practices and procedures for responding to Customer inquiries directed to Distributors and/or Suppliers and for notification of the other party”:  Mr. Precht reviewed the recommendation and Attachment 1 – Model 12.4.1, Attachment 2 – Model 12.4.2 and Attachment 3 – Model 12.4.3.  He stated that the recommendation summarizes the business practices for Customer Inquiries where alternative energy providers sell natural gas or electricity to end use Customers.  He noted that the models were included to demonstrate the process flow.  Mr. Novak stated that he does not have any objections to the standards as drafted but suggested modifying proposed principal RXQ 12.1.3 to eliminate the reference to “no-cost access”.  He stated that the reference to cost could be perceived as a rate making decision that would be more appropriately determined by regulators.  Mr. Precht stated that he supports the modification.  Mr. Jones stated that the reference was likely reminisce of the Uniform Business Practices used as a starting point for the proposed standards.  Mr. Minneman moved to adopt the recommendation incorporating the modification suggested by Mr. Novak.  Mr. Precht seconded the motion and the motion passed a super-majority vote.  [Vote 2].
