DRAFT MINUTES

1. Administrative
Mr. Galik read the antitrust guidelines.  The task force reviewed the minutes of the May 5-6, 2008, June 3-4, 2008, and June 18-19, 2008 meetings.  Ms. McKeever moved to adopt the minutes as final.  The motion passed without objection.  The group continued to draft Customer Enrollment in a central Registration Agent model (the 814.01-05 Standard Electronic Transactions or “SETs”).
2. Drafting the Transaction SETs
The group reviewed and revised the following three SETs previously drafted by the Retail BPS Texas Task Force on June 18-19, 2008: Ad Hoc Historical Usage Request, HUREQUEST; Historical Usage Data; HUREQUEST, Ad Hoc Historical Usage Request; HURESPONSE, Ad Hoc Historical Usage Response (Accept/Reject).

Next, the group reviewed the SETs previously drafted by the Retail TEIS in April 2007 for Customer Enrollment, Drop, and Account Information Change (RXQ.10) and discovered two inconsistencies. 
1) The draft guidelines developed make reference to clearinghouse elements and processes.  The Model Business Practices for RXQ 10 have no reference to a clearinghouse or registration agent but instead refers to transactions flowing between a distribution company and a supplier.
2) Secondly, the guidelines for confirmations, requests and rejects have been grouped together inconsistently.  i.e. – the confirmation is for the change, drop and reinstatement.  The rejection is for the Enrollment, Drop and Reinstatement.
The Retail BPS Texas Task Force proposes the following changes to the Retail Business Practices Subcommittee to address these two inconsistencies.
1) Remove all references to a clearinghouse model.
a. This ensures there is no conflict between RXQ 10 and RXQ 11 (Non TX versus TX models).
2) Break the guidelines into grouping by function – i.e. 

a. Drop request/response (confirmation/reject)

b. Enrollment requests/response (confirmation/reject)

c. Change request/response (confirmation/reject)

d. Reinstatement request/response (confirmation/reject)

The above breakout more closely resembles current market guideline structure and the guideline structure developed for RXQ 11.

3. Adjourn
Ms. McKeever moved to adjourn.  The meeting adjourned at 2:30 PM Central on October 28.
