8. In the NOPR, we asked for comment on differences in definitions in a few of the NERC’s and NAESB’s TLR standards.  The comments indicate that NERC and NAESB have formed a subcommittee to ensure that their definitions are complementary in the future.  We are very pleased that NERC and NAESB have taken active steps to ensure that their respective definitions are harmonized so as to ensure that these standards will operate efficiently in the future.

WEQ-011 Definition Power Plant Operator

011-0.1 
Power Plant Operator (PPO) - is the term used to describe the entity(ies) that has responsibility for gas requirements for a natural gas-fired electric generating facility(ies) and is responsible for coordinating natural gas deliveries with the appropriate Transportation Service Provider(s) (TSP) to meet those requirements. The PPO performs a number of coordinated activities, including, but not limited to, power plant operations, unit dispatch, natural gas procurement and/or gas transportation arrangements. Because each PPO is structured differently, specific responsibilities within each PPO should be determined by the PPO and the point of contact for the PPO should be communicated to the TSP(s). This definition applies to NAESB WEQ Standard Nos. WEQ-011-0.2, WEQ-011-1.1, WEQ-011-1.2, WEQ-011-1.3, WEQ-011-1.4, WEQ-011-1.5, and WEQ-011-1.6 and NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 0.2.2, 0.3.11, 0.3.12, 0.3.13, 0.3.14, and 0.3.15.

Generator Operator: 
The entity that operates generating unit(s) and performs the functions of supplying energy and Interconnected Operations Services.
