Informal Comments Submitted by EPSA
In Response to BPS Request for Comments

Draft Changes to NAESB Standard in Response to FERC Order 717
EPSA submits the following comments in response to the WEQ BPS Request for Informal Comments on Proposed Standards for the Recommendation in Response to Order 717, Standards of Conduct dated February 9, 2009. 
We note in Paragraph 247 of the Order that “The Commission agrees with SCE that transmission owners who are members of RTOs or ISOs might not have their own OASIS.  Furthermore, some interested entities or individuals might not have access to a transmission provider’s OASIS.  We therefore modify the venue for posting to require that the posting of information required under the Standards for both public utilities and interstate pipelines is to be made on the transmission provider’s website, where it will be accessible to all interested entities.”  
It is noteworthy therefore, in modifying the venue for the Standards of Conduct posting, that the Commission is concerned with both the ability of certain Transmission Providers to make OASIS postings and the ability of certain interested entities or individuals to have access to these postings.    It therefore seems inappropriate to take this occasion to leave the display of such information totally to the discretion of Transmission Providers. 

EPSA therefore recommends that NAESB define a standard location on a Transmission Provider’s website where this information should be displayed.  In addition, in Standard 001-13.1 where the required hyperlinks on the OASIS Home Page are specified, the reference to the Standards of Conduct, currently recommended for deletion, should be retained.  However, this reference to Standards of Conduct should be footnoted to say “Pursuant to FERC Order 717 dated Oct. 16, 2008, Standards of Conduct are now posted at --------------“.
With this change, EPSA would concur with the balance of the recommended changes as per the draft posted for comments.
