DRAFT MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Skiba welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cummings gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  Mr. Skiba added an agenda item to discuss questions regarding whether or not WEQ-011 was a reliability or commercial standard.  Mr. Busbin moved to approve the agenda as written.  Mr. Novak seconded the motion.  The agenda was unanimously adopted as modified.  
2. Review Proposed Changes to WEQ-011 / Develop Corresponding changes to the WGQ Business Practice Standards
Mr. Skiba provided a review of the proposed changes to the WEQ business practice standards and the WGQ business practice standards that were made at the September 14 meeting.  At that meeting the group completed work on the definitions, introduction, applicability and section WEQ-011-1.1 of the wholesale electric standards.  Those changes have been applied to the gas standards based on discussion on the definitions and changes to WEQ-011-1.1.  The wording for the definition of Balancing Authority was adopted from a NERC definition.  
The group began its review with the changes that were made to WEQ-011-1.2 through WEQ-011-1.6.  The majority of the changes made to the standards were for clarity and conforming changes were made to the matching WGQ business practice standards.  Next, the group reviewed the references for the WEQ definitions and added the business practice standards that apply to each one.    

3. Address Impact/Disposition of WEQ Interpretation (WEQ-INT-001) on WGQ Business Practice Standards
In 2007 the WEQ addressed its first interpretation, which was included in the version 1.0 standards.  At that time, it did not occur to the WEQ to discuss the issue with the WGQ to determine if it should also be included in the WGQ standards.  The group agreed that, at a minimum, interpretations should be processed through triage for potential cross-quadrant issues.  Mr. Skiba will address this issue during the BPS status report with the WEQ EC and Ms. Van Pelt will do the same with the WGQ EC.  It was also agreed that this interpretation will not be incorporated by the WGQ.
4. Review Draft of WEQ Standards Recommendation
Mr. Skiba provided the review of the WEQ-011 Recommendation.  The recommendation modifies standards and definitions of two annual plan items, 2009 AP Items 5.a.2 and 5.i.  The WEQ and WGQ BPS reviewed the recommendation and the supporting documentation.    Because it is a joint effort, the WEQ will note in their recommendation that it would be accepted pending approval of the WGQ’s recommendation.  The motion for the WEQ to approve the draft standards as developed and modified for a thirty day formal comment and consideration by the EC was made by Mr. Pritchard and seconded by Mr. Busbin.  The motion passed unanimously.

5. Discussion on questions regarding the nature of the WEQ-011 standards
Mr. Skiba noted that the Standards Review Subcommittee has the responsibility to review NAESB model business practices and NERC standards to ensure consistency between the two organizations.  In June, the SRS reviewed the NERC reliability standards development plan and a question arose regarding the NAESB WEQ model business practices for gas-electric coordination and whether or not they were reliability standards or strictly commercial standards.  If they are reliability standards, NERC should address them.  Ms. Davis asked what would happen to the NAESB standard if it is determined to be a reliability issue and a SAR is submitted to NERC.  Mr. Skiba replied that there would be joint NERC/NAESB development.
