DRAFT MINUTES
1. Administrative 
Mr. Skiba opened the meeting and welcomed the participants to the conference call.  Ms. Cunningham gave the antitrust guidelines.  The meeting participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Skiba made revisions to the agenda and noted that the September 11 meeting minutes were posted this morning.  The meeting minutes will be approved at the next SRS meeting.  Mr. Pritchard moved to adopt the agenda.  Mr. Saini seconded the motion.  The agenda was adopted without opposition or discussion.  
2. Update on NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan

Mr. Skiba provided a brief update in regards to the NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan (“Plan”).  He stated that the NERC Board of Trustees will review and vote on the Plan at the October 29 meeting.  He said that NERC has taken all of the NAESB suggestions except for one suggestion concerning the consistency of the definition of terms.  As it relates to the consistency of definition of terms between NERC and NAESB, NERC suggests that individual projects work to have better coordination with the definition of terms during the standards development process.  Mr. Skiba noted that the WEQ SRS has met its goal of providing input to the Plan.  
3. Review Formal Comments Submitted on WEQ SRS Approved Recommendations (if any)

· 2008 Annual Plan Item 1.f Review Market System Back-Up existing language and review of existing back-up language
Mr. Skiba stated that at the August 19, 2008, WEQ Executive Committee (“EC”) Meeting, the EC agreed to move the WEQ 2008 Provisional Item 5 to WEQ 2008 Annual Plan Item 1.f.  The EC also requested that the SRS proceed with developing a “No Action Required” recommendation.  Mr. Skiba said the recommendation was posted for a 30-day formal comment period which ended October 16, 2008.  
The group reviewed and held discussion on the comments submitted by PJM and Southern Company.  Mr. Skiba noted that the SRS can review the recommendation and submit feedback to the EC as it relates to the formal comments submitted.  Mr. Brown stated that PJM’s particular issues have been addressed with other avenues.  Mr. Skiba noted that he spoke with Mr. Ulch as it relates specifically to the backup procedures that are in place for the tagging systems.  Mr. Skiba said that this particular issue addressed in the Southern comments may need to be added to the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan.  Mr. Pritchard suggested the following:  1) the SRS recommend this addition to the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan or; 2) Mr. Ulch should draft a standards request on this specific item.  Mr. Brown and Mr. Saini indicated that they agreed with the second option.  The group recommended that Mr. Ulch develop a standards request in regards to the issue of existing backup procedures and tagging systems so that it may go through the NAESB standards development process.
4. Review/Assignment of Recommendations Posted for 30-Day Formal Comment Period 

· 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.b/R07020 – “Develop a NAESB time and inadvertent management business practice that provides additional inadvertent payback options and improved time control.”
The group reviewed the recommendation and held discussion in regards to the submitted formal comments on the recommendation.  Mr. Skiba noted that the SRS may submit comments for editorial purposes only.  Mr. Cyrulewski reviewed the recommendation and provided comments on behalf of the SRS.  Mr. Cyrulewski suggested minor corrections with the wording and spelling of certain terms in the recommendation.  He further suggested the rewording of Section 1.1.4- Unilateral Payback.  Mr. Saini stated that the comments for 1.1.4 were editorial but also provided a revision of content.  He said that while he agrees with the comment but SRS should not provide comments as it relates to content but only submit revisions for consistency.  Mr. Skiba concurred with this statement.  Mr. Pritchard questioned whether this comment was for the purpose of continuity of NAESB-adopted business practice standards.  He said if this is the case, NAESB would have the foundation for changing this standard so that it is consistent with NERC business practice standards.  After consulting with Mr. Cyrulewski for clarification on the comments, the group agreed that the SRS would not move forward with the comments in regards to 1.1.4.
· 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a.ii – “Continuous Support of TLR Procedure in Alignment with NERC Efforts on Phase II and Phase III.”  
The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to the recommendation and the comments submitted by Mr. Skiba.  Mr. Saini agreed with the comments.  Mr. Pritchard proposed that the explanation of the change to include the revised Appendix C in the recommendation should be revised.  The group agreed to the proposed changes and will forward the modification in the comments to the WEQ EC.  The revised comments are available for viewing via the following link:

Mr. Skiba and Mr. Saini will send the comments to the EC for their consideration at the November 4th meeting.  
· 2008 WEQ Annual Plan Item 6.m – “Update the Timing Table to Reflect the Categories (On-time, Late, After-the-fact, and Pre-late) used in the latest E-Tag Specification with respect to receipt of an Arranged Interchange (RFI)”
The group reviewed and held discussion in regards to the recommendation.  Mr. Skiba noted that this recommendation was first reviewed by the EC at the August 2007 EC meeting and was recently approved by the WEQ Joint Interchange Scheduling Working Group (JISWG).  Mr. Skiba further noted that the NERC recommendation related to updating the timing tables to reflect the changes in the e-Tag specifications will voted upon by the NERC Board of Trustees at the October 29 meeting.  

Mr. Skiba requested volunteers from the group to review the recommendation and possibly draft the SRS comments for this item to be reviewed at the next meeting.  Mr. Saini will review the recommendation for consistency and submit draft comments to the SRS for review.  Mr. Skiba noted that the deadline for submitting formal comments on this particular recommendation is November 2, 2008.
5. SRS Input into 2009 WEQ Annual Plan
The group reviewed and held discussion on the document submitted by Mr. Brown.  Mr. Brown noted that the purpose of the analysis was those projects contained in the NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan 2009-2011, that were updated or added to the 2008-2010 Plan, that may present an opportunity for NAESB to develop parallel and complementary business practices.  He further noted that Each project contained in the NERC Reliability Standards Development Plan 2009-2011, Volume II, that contained additional development work from the 2008-2010 Plan, was reviewed for potential NAESB input and development.  After the review, the group agreed to the recommendations outlined in the document.  Mr. Skiba will send the SRS’ recommendation to the NAESB WEQ Annual Plan subcommittee for review.
6. Review and Update the NERC Activity Report
The group reviewed and held discussion as it relates to the NERC Activity Report.  Mr. Saini provided an overview of his review of the NERC Activity Report.  He noted that there were several items that were added to the report since the last meeting.  The group determined the following items required no further action from the SRS: Coordinate Interchange Timing Tables, ERCOT Request for Interpretation- BAL-003, and Violation Severity Levels.  The group further determined that the SRS would continue to monitor the following items: Interpretation − TOP-002-2 − Normal Operations Planning, Real-Time Operations, Reliability-based Controls, and Reliability Coordination.
