DRAFT MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Saini welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cummings gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The group reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Cyrulewski moved to adopt the agenda as revised.  Mr. Brown seconded the motion.  The agenda was unanimously adopted as amended.  
Participants reviewed the September 15, 2009 draft minutes and made minor edits throughout the document.  The motion to approve the minutes was made by Mr. Brown and seconded by Mr. Cyrulewski.  The motion passed unanimously.

At the September 29-30 Smart Grid meeting, NAESB was assigned several work items, develop a common semantic model for demand response, common pricing model for demand response and a common schedule model.  Mr. Desselle created a task force to address these items.  Any interested participants were encouraged to contact Mr. Booe if they would like to get involved.  

2. Update on Discussion with NAESB on Future Direction of WEQ-011
Following the last meeting, NERC and NAESB discussed this issue and did not see the need to address it in the immediate future.  It will be placed as a provisional item on the annual plan.  
3. Update on Definition of Terms (Consistency Recommendation)
The BPS, OASIS and SRS chairs are working to develop consistent terms.  A recommendation was submitted for informal comments and discussed last week.  As a result, there will be many redlines to the standards and those changes will be submitted for a 30 day comment period.  The goal is to finalize the recommendation by the end of this year so the Executive Committee can review and vote on the changes at their February, 2010 meeting.
4. Review Recommendations Posted for Formal Comment

Participants reviewed the comments on the 2009 WEQ Annual Plan Items 1(a)(vii)/R05020, Version 1.8.1 Electronic Tagging Functional Specification and Schema.  No changes were made to the comments.  
Next, participants discussed comments on WEQ-011.  Mr. Cyrulewski did not see anything in his review that required comments so the comments submitted on behalf of the SRS will indicate that no changes were necessary.  

Finally, the subcommittee reviewed the comments on WEQ-004.  No changes were made to the comments.  
5. Update from the NERC Standards Committee Meeting
Mr. Brown provided the update.  The NERC Standards Committee was concerned with having three drafting teams attempting to define Directive because each had conflicting ideas on how to modify the term.  It was agreed that the chairs of the three teams would work together to develop the term.
6. Review/Update NERC Activity Report

Ms. Knox provided the update on the NERC Activity Report. 
7. Adjourn

Mr. Brown moved to adjourn the meeting.  Mr. Cyrulewski seconded the motion.  The meeting adjourned at 2:15 p.m. Central on October 13, 2009.
