DRAFT MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Skiba welcomed the participants to the meeting.  Ms. Cummings gave the antitrust guidelines.  The participants introduced themselves on the phone.  The group reviewed the agenda and removed the approval of the October 13, 2009 draft minutes and struck the Non-Disclosure Agreement from agenda item 4.  Ms. Wesley moved to adopt the agenda as revised.  Mr. Rodriquez seconded the motion.  The agenda was unanimously adopted as amended.  
The redlined November 3, 2009 meeting minutes were reviewed.  The motion to approve the minutes was made by Mr. Cyrulewski and seconded by Mr. Ulch.  The motion passed unanimously. 

2. Update from the NAESB Board Meeting
Mr. Skiba provided a review of the December NAESB Board of Directors meeting.  It was noted that NAESB membership reduced from 327 members to 299 in 2009, primarily due to entities with multiple memberships reducing their number of memberships and was not necessarily due to the dues increase.  The board approved the 2010 budget, which included one additional staff member.  The WEQ segment restructuring was approved by the board to add an information technology/service providers segment.  The membership ratification ballots for this item are due January 8, 2010.  The 2010 publication schedule was also addressed, with the retail quadrants publishing at the end of 2009, the WGQ publishing in November 2010 and the WEQ publishing at the end of the first quarter of 2010.  NAESB was assigned an additional Priority Action Plan (PAP) for Smart Grid, bringing the total to four:  PAPs 3, 4, 9 and 10.  There was considerable discussion on the 2010 WEQ Annual Plan (AP) regarding a new item that was added to the DSM-EE.  It called for the development of best practices for Demand Response (DR).  After considerable discussion, it was agreed to strike the item from the AP and it will be further discussed at the March board meeting to determine if the item is within NAESB’s scope.  Ms. Lee from NIST presented a power point presentation on cyber security related to Smart Grid.  
3. Discussion on 2010 Annual Plan
Mr. Johnson provided an update of the 2010 WEQ AP.  The AP item related to DUNS numbers was moved to the provisional items list.  The rest of the AP was reviewed and can be found at the following link:    http://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_2010_annual_plan.doc. 
4. Review Documents Posted for Formal Comments
Ms. Wesley volunteered to review the documents on the glossary recommendation and develop comments.  Her overall comment was that NAESB should review the April 2009 definitions to ensure they have incorporated the most up-to-date definitions.  
The subcommittee discussed the proposed definition for Region.  Mr. Rodriquez suggested changing Region to Regional Reliability Organizations.  Mr. Skiba noted that Region is used in WEQ-007 and the NERC definition references the Council, but NERC is no longer a Council.  Mr. Rodriquez took an action item to address this issue with NERC. Ms. Wesley noted that the issue she saw with Region was that they were defining a term and in the definition they were referencing a regional entity that was not defined.  Going forward, she suggested care be used in defining terms to avoid using terms in the definition that would have to be further defined.
The subcommittee further discussed the appropriate comment from the SRS.  Mr. Skiba suggested that the comment from the SRS regarding Region would be that the subcommittee recognizes RRO is in flux at NERC and until such time that a definition is created, region should be lowercased and not defined.  Mr. Saini noted that Region is defined and used in WEQ-007.  He believed the definition proposed by Ms. Wesley was adequate.  Mr. Rodriquez suggested further analysis of where the term Region is used in the business practices to determine the size of the issue.  If it is a large issue, the SRS will develop ideas to submit as comments to the EC.
Mr. Skiba noted that it was not the purpose of the SRS to change the scope of business practices or recommendations but to provide consistency and uniformity across all WEQ business practices.  The subcommittee worked to draft language for the comments to address that sentiment.  Mr. Pritchard noted that the subcommittee will have an opportunity to review and respond to the comments prior to the EC meeting.  

Next, the subcommittee reviewed the Constrained Flowgate and Constraint comment in the same document.  After further discussion, it was agreed to not comment on the definition of Constrained Flowgate but to clarify the comment for Constraint.

5. Review/Update NERC Activity Report
The subcommittee reviewed and updated the NERC Activity Report.  First, COM-003-1 was reviewed.  Mr. Saini asked for a participant to take an action item for the next meeting to determine if this item impacts NAESB business practices.  Ms. Wesley volunteered to do so.
Next, they reviewed 2009-03 – Emergency Operations.  The SRS will recommend the JESS review this in regards to AP Item 3.a.vi, which is tied to it.

Finally, Project 2009-06 – Facility Rating was discussed.  Mr. Skiba asked Mr. Rodriquez on the status of this project.  Mr. Ciccone stated that the standards were currently being balloted.  He offered to review FAC-008 and report on it at the next SRS meeting.
