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Joint WEQ and WGQ Business Practice Subcommittee
Conference Call Meeting

April 21, 2009 – 9:00 AM to 11:00 AM Central
DRAFT MINUTES
1. Administrative
Mr. Busbin welcomed the participants to the conference call and the participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Cummings provided the antitrust guidance and reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Davis proposed to modify the agenda with the removal of the adoption of the March 12 minutes.  Ms. Davis moved to adopt the agenda as modified and Ms. Van Pelt seconded the motion.  
2. WEQ Action Items Update
There was no update to give regarding the creation of gas transportation subject lines.  
3. WGQ Action Items Update
The group discussed the addition of a new “notice type” category.  Ms. Van Pelt noted that she had a need for additional notice types.  She proposed that the BPS send the IR subcommittee instructions to modify WGQ Standard No. 5.4.16 – System Wide Notes to create a Sample Paper of email notices which are sent pursuant to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.3.38.  Further, the Technical Implementation of Business Processes for NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.4.16 should be modified to include an explanation of the way to implement NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 5.3.34-5.3.40.  In addition, IR should review and add code values as appropriate for the data element “notice type.”  Code values proposed to be added to NAESB WGQ Standard No. 5.3.38 should be returned to the WGQ BPS.  Ms. Davis suggested that this work be assigned a normal course of business priority and add it to the May 14 WGQ EC agenda to be bumped up to a high priority as well as to give IR the latitude to update NAESB WGQ Standard No. 4.3.29.  Ms. Davis moved to adopt the proposed instructions from the WGQ BPS and Ms. Van Pelt seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously in the WGQ.  Ms. Davis noted that once the EC increases the priority the IR will begin its work and send it out for industry comment and then to the EC for adoption.  The next IR meeting is scheduled for May 12.

Next, the group discussed the need ensure consistency between the WEQ standards that may impact the WGQ standards.  Mr. Busbin noted that the term Plant Operator changed to Power Plant Gas Coordinator.   Ms. Van Pelt stated that if there are modifications to terms, the WEQ and WGQ BPS need to meet jointly to determine how to reconcile the two and determine whether or not there will need to cross reference the standards.  Any future meetings between the two subcommittees will depend on internal discussion regarding the terms.

Ms. Van Pelt moved to adjourn the meeting.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:32 a.m. Central.
