Proposed Revised NAESB WGQ Definition No. 0.2.1
Power Plant Gas Coordinator (PPGC) Operator (PPO) is the term used to describe the entity(ies) responsible for acquiring natural gas to meet a Power Plant Gas Coordinator Facility’s (PPGC Facility) operating requirements and for scheduling the delivery of said natural gas to the PPGC Facility with the appropriate Transportation Service Provider(s) (TSP).  that has responsibility for gas requirements for a natural gas-fired electric generating facility(ies) and is responsible for coordinating natural gas deliveries with the appropriate Transportation Service Provider(s) (TSP) to meet those requirements.  The PPGC PPO may performs some or all of the following a number of coordinated activities, including, but not limited to, power plant operations, unit dispatch, natural gas procurement, and/or gas transportation arrangements.  Because each PPGC PPO is structure differently, specific responsibilities within each PPGC PPO should be determined by the PPGC PPO and the point of contact for the PPGC PPO should be communicated to the TSP(s).  This definition applies to NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standard Nos. WEQ-011-0.2, WEQ-011-1.1, WEQ-011-1.2, WEQ-011-1.3, WEQ-011-1.4, WEQ-011-1.5, and WEQ-011-1.6; NAESB WEQ Interpretation No. INT-001; and NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 0.2.2, 0.3.11, 0.3.12, 0.3.13, 0.3.14, and 0.3.15.

A Power Plant Gas Coordinator Operator’s Facility is the term used to describe a the natural gas-fired electric generating unit(s) for which its natural gas supply and transportation requirements are coordinated by a Power Plant Gas Coordinator. under the direct control of the Power Plant Operator.  This definition applies to NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standard Nos. WEQ-011-1.2 and WEQ-011-1.3; NAESB WEQ Interpretation No. INT-001; and NAESB WGQ Standard Nos. 0.3.12 and 0.3.13.
