Welcome & Administrative Items

Discussion and Development of a Revised Trading Partner Agreement (R08015)
Mr. Love reviewed the Comments on TPA Submitted by M. Schmitz, Northern Natural Gas work paper.  He stated that the purpose of the request was to make the contracting process more efficient by separating the contractual aspects of the Trading Partner Agreement (“TPA”) from the technical aspects.  He stated that the modified TPA would allow the technical representatives of the parties to the agreement to negotiate the technical aspects of the contract with little intervention from their respective legal departments.  Mr. Burden noted that he discussed the concept with his legal department and that they informed him that both the Agreement and the Trading Partner Worksheet(“TPW”) would be binding documents creating the entire contract.  He stated that it may be difficult to divorce the TPW from the TPA. Mr. Munday stated that some legal departments may want to review the entire agreement including the TPW, but he believes that the TPW is just the specifications outlining how business is conducted.  Ms. Schmitz noted that company’s processes concerning the TPW will probably vary.  The participants reviewed the TPA and the exhibit and made modifications.
