Welcome & Administrative Items

Mr. Sappenfield opened the meeting and welcomed the meeting participants.  Mr. Booe read the antitrust guidelines. The participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Sappenfield reviewed the agenda.  Ms. Burch moved to adopt the agenda as drafted.  Mr. Burden seconded the motion and the motion passed without objection.  Mr. Sappenfield reviewed the July 22, 2008 meeting minutes and asked the participants for modifications.  None were offered.  Mr. Love moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  Ms. Gussow seconded the motion and motion passed without objection. 2. Proposed Revisions to the Trading Partner Agreement.
Next, Mr. Love reviewed TPA Work Paper 1 and TPA Work Paper 2.  He explained that he is proposing the two alternative modifications to the current EDI Trading Partner Agreement to eliminate the unnecessary paper work currently required for the transactions.  He noted that Work Paper 2 proposes moving the technical language from the current agreement and including it in the attached Work Sheet and that Work Paper 1 is an entirely new simplified Trading Partner Agreement.  Mr. Sappenfield stated that he would like to select one of the two Work Papers and then solicit comments from the industry on the selected Work Paper.  The comments will be addressed at a future face to face meeting.  Mr. Burden stated that a review of Work Paper 2 would require considerably less time than Work Paper 1.  Mr. Novak stated that the current Trading Partner Agreement is a widely used document and that the small modifications proposed in Work Paper 2 would receive more industry support than wholesale change proposed in Work Paper 1.  Ms. Burch supported Mr. Novak’s statement.  Mr. Love stated that we would prefer to adopt Work Paper 1, but would be satisfied if the modifications proposed in Work Paper 2 are adopted.  Mr. Novak noted a mistake in Work Paper 2, and Mr. Sappenfield suggested that Mr. Novak submit the correction as a comment.  Mr. Sappenfeild asked if there was any opposition to moving forward with Work Paper 2.  No opposition was offered.  Ms. Schmitz asked if the participants were open to making modifications to the formatting of the Work Paper.  The participants approved.  

The participants scheduled a follow-up meeting for January 7, 2009 in Houston, Texas at the NAESB office from 10:00 am to 3:00 pm Central.   Mr. Sappenfield requested that Work Paper 2 be posted for an informal comment period ending on January 2, 2009. 
3. Other Matters
Ms. Gussow stated that she submitted a request to develop customer security administration standards, and requested that the pipelines in attendance provide her with examples of security administration requirements.  Mr. Burden stated that it will be difficult to standardize those types of requirements, as some smaller companies do not have such requirements.  Mr. Spangler noted that every pipeline structures the assignment of a security administrator differently.  Mr. Novak suggested that a matrix be developed from the examples provided to Ms. Gussow as a first step to standards development.  Mr. Sappenfield encouraged the pipelines to contact Ms. Gussow regarding the request.
