	· Mr. Cargas gave the antitrust guidelines.  
· New members since the last conference call include: Navigant Consulting (WEQ-Trans.), and Chandeleur Pipe Line Co. (WGQ-Pipeline).  Detroit Edison has stated that they intend to join.  PJM has expressed an interest in gaining Home Page Access at $3,500 per year rather than become a full member.
· Ms. Ogenyi led a discussion of the results thus far from Committee members’ calls to prospective members.  Mr. Brown, Ms. Ogenyi, Mr. Hebenstreit and Mr. Desselle each reported having made significant progress that should result in several new members.
· Ms. McQuade applauded the hard work and results of Mr. Hebenstreit in targeting the WGQ Producers Segment membership.

· Once formatted, the testimonials will be circulated prior to posting.

· Ms. Ogenyi reported great success with discussions at EEI.
· Further outreach will be conducted with AGA, APPA and EPSA.
